· The meeting began at 11:08 AM, and was brought to order by Tom Bennett.

· On a motion from Pam Morrow and seconded by Jean Stevens, the meeting minutes from June 28, 2000 were unanimously approved.

Review of Summer Fun Fest – Overall, the event was deemed a success.  The overwhelming majority of those in attendance heard very positive feedback.  Rickey Walters however, did note that he heard some negative comments from the teens at the event.  Among the chief complaints was the times that some of the activities took place, and that some of the activities were too crowded.  It was also stated that well over 400 kids were at the pool.  Comments were also made that the surveys taken at the event were done too early in the evening to really judge what was successful and what was not.  There is room for improvement, but well done on such short notice.

There was no poster contest, since there were no entrants.  It was suggested that this contest be done when school starts so that the art teachers can give the kids some guidance and ideas to work with.  The movie passes and coupons that were to be used as prizes were kept, and Jean Stevens was to give these to Tom Bennett for safe keeping.

The refreshment stand did very well.  Only (approx.) five cases of pop (Diet Coke) was left, and all other items sold very well.  The concession did run out of ice, but more ice was purchased by those working at the stand (donated).  The low price of 25-cents for items was very popular. The Board also thanked Pam Morrow, Cindi Mazek, Tracy & John Bugglin, & Capt. Bob Sears, among others for their hard work with the concession. It was also noted that the concession at the pool sold out of their items.  It was also suggested that work shifts be used for concession workers at the next event.  There is $301.10 that can be used toward the next event for the concession, and $118.00 was left (after the purchase of the movie passes) from a donation from Mayor Salupo from marriages that he had performed.  These funds were given to Tom Bennett, and will be kept in the safe at Children Services for the time being.

It was also suggested that thank you letters be sent to all of those who donated items to the event, as well as those who volunteered their time.  These “thank yous” will also be publicized in the newspaper.

Plan for July Activity – There will be another “Summer Fun Fest” on Saturday, July 29th on a motion from Capt. Bob Sears and seconded by Kelly Lynch.  The event will again take place at the Cambridge City Park, and will be held from 5PM – 11PM.  Most of the events will remain the same, with minor additions and changes.
