· The meeting began at 10:07 AM, and was brought to order by Tom Bennett.

· On a motion from Pam Nicholson and seconded by Dan Carpenetti, the meeting minutes from June 21, 2000 were unanimously approved.

Approval of amended bylaws – The updated and amended bylaws were distributed to those in attendance.  The changes to the bylaws include the name of the group being altered from the Guernsey County Youth Planning Commission, to the Guernsey County Youth Commission.  And the officer’s position of Secretary has been changed and expanded to read Secretary/Public Relations Coordinator, with the responsibilities listed in the bylaws.

Continued update on the Youth Questionnaire – Jean Stevens stated that she had met with Cambridge Service Safety Director John Jones to discuss comments, both good and bad, about the Police Department that were addressed on the questionnaire.  Jean also reported that State Representative Kerry Metzger had indicated that he would be willing to serve on a committee, and a representative from Congressman Bob Ney’s office is willing to serve as well.   Tom Bennett noted that he would be making graphs on the information that is being compiled from the questionnaires.

Completion of permanent mailing list – A list was passed around during the meeting for the members to fill-in, which included: Name; Organization; Street address; City; State; Zip; and Phone #.  Once this list is completed, it will be used as a master sheet for mailings in the future.
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Update on “Summer Fun Fest” – All events had been arranged and are ready to go for the evening of the event.  The interior of the park will be blocked-off for the kids to use, including 10th Street.  All asphalt areas can be used for skateboarding, rollerblading and stunt biking.  It was also noted that United Ambulance would be on-hand for the event.  The dance is scheduled for 8 – 11 PM at the large pavilion, and the poster (logo & slogan) contest will also take place there, with the judging set for 7:30 PM.  Several additional items that were discussed included: Children under the age of 10 are to be accompanied by an adult at the swimming pool; Sign-up sheets will be used at each event with questions such as the child’s age, school, and whether or not they are enjoying the activity.  This information can then be used to evaluate the Fun Fest and can be used for future events. Committee members also suggested having the Core Values posted at each event so they are visible to the kids.  And Jean Stevens again stated that she has organized a group of “volunteers” to help clean up the park after the event.  It was also suggested that the kids are still at the event when it ends could help to clean up as well.

Publicity for the “Summer Fun Fest” – Tim Welch reported the various types of publicity that were being used to promote the event.  This included an article in the newspaper on the Tuesday before the event, as well as a second article with a photo the day before the event  (Thank you Sam!).  There were also news stories used on the local radio stations, guest appearances on the D. J. & Co. Morning Show the day before (Jean Stevens & Tim Welch) and the day of the event (Sam Salupo, Kim Conrath & Tim Welch), and a radio remote at the event from 5 PM – 8 PM (Thank you Melody Jacobs Barr).  And flyers were made by Tom Bennett and distributed to various agencies and locations, and by Tim Welch, who distributed a flyer to every JTPA Summer Youth Program participant with their paychecks.

Other business – At the next meeting, the Commission is to discuss a fiscal agent that can be used so the group can begin to accept donations and additional funds.  And the Commission will begin to discuss the formation of Committees from the list of Core Values.
