· The meeting began at 9:15 AM, and was brought to order by Tim Welch

· Minutes from the December 6, 2000 Board meeting were submitted by Stephanie Peoples, and were reviewed and approved by all Board members present.

Plans for “Teen Holiday Bowl” -  The event will be held on Friday, December 29th from noon to 3:00 PM at King Pin Lanes.  Troy McCollister had suggested breaking different time slots for different age groups to accommodate the participants.  But a second suggestion was given to place an adult volunteer at each lane to rotate bowlers.  In addition, a central registration will be set up to assign lanes.  Also, as part of the sign in, we will be having the kids write down where they are from.  There will also be a sign on the door, as well as at each lane to let the teens know that this will be a non-smoking, non-alocoholic event.  Tim Welch will make these signs.  Troy McCollister also stated that he will be contacting the SEAT Bus to see if they can again supply transportation for the teens.  Volunteers are to arrive at the bowling alley at 11:00 AM to help set up.  The lane volunteers will attempt to keep track of the scores for prizes.  Movie passes and movie gift certificates will be given away as top prizes, and Maureen Blues and Stephanie Peoples will contact various businesses for additional door prizes.  We will again give the first 100 kids $2 food tickets, and we will use our remaining $200 to pay for this.  Treasurer, Mitch Reed has closed the account in his name.  We will also be presenting Lew Smith, King Pin Owner, with a plaque for his generous donation and cooperation for allowing us to use the alley for the past two events.  Dan Carpenetti will be checking on having the plaque made.  We will also be contacting the local media to see if they can cover this presentation and the event.  Tim Welch will arrange this.

Tax Exempt Status  - Pam Nicholson left a message with Dan Carpenetti that she is still working on getting the paperwork (501C3 form) mailed.  Dan will be calling Pam to offer assistance to get this project completed.  It was noted that it is important to complete this process so that we can begin our fund raising efforts.

Letter being sent to solicit funds  - The Personal Responsibility and Accountability Committee has created a letter to be sent to approximately 300 local businesses and organizations to solicit funds.  Along with this letter, a list of Commission accomplishments and the Core Values will be sent.  The Board reviewed and approved the letter to be sent.  However, it was suggested that we add to the letter that we are currently working to achieve tax exempt status and should do so by early 2001.  By doing this, we will not be misleading businesses into thinking that they can use us as a tax write off.  Stephanie Peoples also stated that she will talk with the Jeffersonian to see if we can get this information into the paper as well.

Core Value Committee Update – Mike Humphrey stated that the Family Committee is working on “Family Night”, which will be taking place in January.  The group is currently trying to secure a date for the Pritchard Laughlin Civic Center, however they are waiting to hear back from the office of Hope Taft, who will be the featured speaker.  Mike noted that the civic center is only available on the last Saturday of the month, so the second choice may be to go with the City Park Armory.

Other Business  - Mike Humphrey reminded everyone that the next Family Variety Series will be held on Monday, December 18th from 6 – 8:00 PM at the Beech Grove Family Center.  It is titled “Making Holiday Memories” and is a holiday craft project for parents and their children.
