· The meeting began at 9:10 AM, and was brought to order by Tim Welch.

· The meeting minutes for the September 12 & 21, 2000 meetings could not be approved due to there being no minutes available.

*** Unfortunately, due to the weather conditions, the Guernsey County Family Picnic, scheduled for Saturday, September 23rd at the Cambridge City Park, had to be canceled. 

Plan for October Activity – The Board had tentatively decided to hold an activity in Byesville in conjunction with their Halloween celebration.  However, it still is not certain what exactly is going on in the Village.  It was noted by both Tim Welch and Kelly Severt that they have tried to contact Mayor Don Gadd to find out information, but neither had been successful to this point.  Kelly stated that she will be attending the Byesville Board of Trade meeting (9-27-00) to attempt to get details about what is going on in the Village, and if the Youth Commission can plan an event there.  A tentative date of Saturday, October 28th has been set for the next Youth Commission Activity.

Update on Incorporation – This issue was tabled due to no one from the committee being present.

Core Value Committee Updates – Captain Sears reported that the Honesty & Integrity Committee has met several times, and has a number of good ideas.  The group has come up with a skit based on integrity, and Captain Sears stated that the group would like to be designated a month so that they can begin planning their activity based on their core value.

Jean Stevens also reported that the Personal and Community Safety Committee had met as well.  One of the possible events that they are planning is a basketball tournament for kids in 5th – 8th grade.  They would then have high school kids mentor and referee the games.  She also noted that the FOP has offered to help coach and ref the games.  This would be an all-day event on a Saturday at the Park Armory, and would help to encourage personal safety by teaching the kids to go to someone older if they need assistance or advice.

It was mentioned that all of the Core Value Committees are to be holding meetings, however some have not met yet.  Therefore, all Committee Chairs will be contacted by Tim Welch and asked to have met at least once by November 1st.

Reassembling the full Youth Commission – It has been decided that it is necessary for the full Youth Commission to meet again.  This will be done to bring everyone up to date on what has 
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been going on since the big meeting at the Civic Center this past May, and where we want to go in the future.  We also hope to once again spark that incredible interest that those more than 200 people had in the future of our youth.  We will be holding a meeting on November 15th at 10:00 AM at the Meadowbrook High School Auditorium, and everyone that was present at the May 18th meeting will be invited to attend.  So start spreading the news NOW!  Jean Stevens will be sending out a flyer to all of these people by October 15th, and there will be a follow-up announcement as well when the meeting time comes closer.  Tim Welch will cover all of the local media to make sure that the word gets out about the meeting.

At this meeting, we will review the mission of the Youth Commission; what we have done; and what we hope to do.  Also, each Core Value Committee representative will be expected to give a short presentation about what the goal of their specific topic is, and possible future plans and events.
