GUERNSEY COUNTY YOUTH PLANNING COMMISSION BOARD MEETING MINUTES

· The meeting began at 11:09 AM, and was brought to order by Tom Bennett.

· On a motion from Dan Carpenetti and seconded by Capt. Bob Sears, the meeting minutes from June 13, 2000 were unanimously approved.

Discussion regarding permanent mailing list – Tom Bennett suggested that a master list of    addresses be compiled for the purpose of mailing meeting minutes and announcements.  It was also suggested that the mailings be sent to the lead organization, rather than each individual.

Distribution of finalized and approved bylaws – Updated bylaws were passed out with additions and adjustments made, including the mission statement.  The bylaws had already been approved at the June 13th meeting.

Continued update on questionnaires given to schools – Jean Stevens gave a report on a number of the topics that were addressed by the students on the questionnaire.  She says that one of the biggest concerns, both city and countywide, was to clean up the community.  And the other was that there are too many police officers (law enforcement) in the city, however not enough in the county.  Other ideas include: The kids want a place (any place) to do things; They want a skating area; A dance club, even if it is only once a week; Movie theater and YMCA are too expensive; 
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The kids would like a drama club; They want things placed in the community that they can get to; They want the discipline in the schools to be more strict; They want more technology in the schools; They want more advanced classes in school; The students want all sports to be supported by the community; They want the city pool to be open late one night a week for teens; Revamp an old building to be used as a coffee house; They want a paintball facility; and Bring musical groups into the area.

Kelly Lynch suggested that this information be presented to the various Trustees throughout the county so that they are aware of what the kids in their areas would like to have.

Update on volunteers to serve on committees – adults and youths – This used was tabled for now.  Jean Stevens reported that approximately 200 letters were sent to those in attendance at the May 18th seminar, and approximately 50 – 60 have been sent back.  The questionnaires are still coming in.

Update and finalization of plans for June 30, 2000 activity – It is decided that the event will be called the “Summer Fun Fest” (Thank you Capt. Sears), and will take place at the Cambridge City Park from 5 PM – 11 PM for all Guernsey County Youth ages 12-years-old and up.  The events will include: Volleyball & basketball, with games and contests; Designated areas for skateboarding and rollerblading; Frisbee, donated by Odd Lots; Swimming with a DJ from 8 – 10 PM provided by the Park Board and the City; and Dancing with a DJ at the large pavilion.  

Capt. Sears reported that a food concession would be set-up with hot dogs, soft drinks, candy bars, and chips.  Kiwanis Club will have sno-cones available, and the Cambridge Savings Bank will be providing popcorn.  Pam Morrow will be taking care of the food license.  All food items will cost 25-cents.  In addition, there will also be a slogan and logo poster contest.  Prizes, which will consist of movie passes and coupons, will be awarded to the winners.  Tim Welch will get the money from Sam Salupo to purchase the prizes.  Jean Stevens stated that she would be able to assemble a clean-up crew to clean the park after the event.

Other business – Sam Salupo discussed the possibility of creating a tax-exempt, non-profit account for donations and funds received for the Commission.  He also mentioned that he would like to donate the funds that are collected for performing weddings as the Mayor to the Commission.  These items will be discussed further.  

In other business, Commission members asked if the group’s name could be shortened from the Guernsey County Youth Planning Commission, to the Guernsey County Youth Commission.
