OCTOBER 3, 2001

MEETING MINUTES

I. CALL TO ORDER

Tim Welch called the meeting to order at 9:05 AM.  Commission members and guests took a few

minutes to introduce themselves to one another.

II. MEETING MINUTES

It was noted that minutes from the previous meeting were mailed to members for their review.  A motion was made by Troy McCollister to accept the minutes of the previous meeting as written.  Dan Carpenetti seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the motion was carried.

III. OLD BUSINESS

A. Free Community Spaghetti Dinner:

Cupcakes and cookies will be accepted as donations.  Mike Humphrey reported that 12 to 15 members of the Meadowbrook High School basketball team would be attending to help with food serving or kitchen help.  Students from Cambridge and possibly Buckeye Trail may also be available to attend.

IV. NEW BUSINESS

A. Haunted Park Halloween Celebration:

Tim Welch reported that the Youth Commission would be responsible for the large pavilion at the City Park, including the decorating of the pavilion and the food concession.  Susan Hayes of the Personal Responsibility and Accountability Core Value Committee reported that hay bales and cornstalks will be available and provided for decorating, but that other items may be needed to complete the decorating.  Susan has been in contact with several local schools and other programs to find groups of people to provide games and other activities for young children, as well as to lead people through the Haunted Trail.  Tim advised Commission members that the next meeting for the Haunted Park would be held on Tuesday, October 9, at noon in the big pavilion at the park.  The Youth Commission will hold a special meeting to further discuss the plans for the Haunted Park on Tuesday, October 16, at 9:00 AM at the GCDJFS.
