· Meeting was called to order by President Tim Welch at 9:10 AM.

· The meeting minutes from June 5, 2002 were accepted on a motion from Ann Williams and seconded by Linda Mehl.  Approved by all.

Children’s Health Fair: Tim Welch, Jean Stevens and Kelly Severt worked the table at the Health Fair.  It was very well attended and everyone seemed to enjoy themselves.  We had games set up for the children, and everyone who participated received a toy.  We were also able to pass out brochures about the Youth Commission and event flyers.

Summer Fun Water Olympics: An overall success with several problems.  We were again short on volunteers (we had about 15), but it still was not enough for the over 500 people in attendance.  There was also one fight (13-year-old girls, believe it or not), and several “undesirable” people with known criminal backgrounds.  It was also nearly impossible to organize events with the amount of people that were there.

     So now the positives: Everyone there seemed to have fun, but we will be changing some things for future events. 

July Event – Teen Summer Fun Splash:  This will take place on Friday, July 19 from 8 to 10 PM at the Cambridge City Pool.  This will be a teen only event (13 – 18).  There will be free swimming, and the music/DJ will be provided by the pool.  The food concession will be run by the pool employees, however we will be giving the first 100 teens $2 food tickets that can be redeemed at the concession.  All other items will be at their regular price.  $200 will be used from the Youth Commission checking account for the food tickets.  Motion by Jean Stevens & seconded by Linda Mehl.  All approved.

     Also, to help keep things orderly, it was suggested that we purchase walkie-talkies to help communicate when problems arise.  We will be initially purchasing 4.  This was accepted on a motion from Art Clemenson and seconded by Ann Williams.  All approved.
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     Youth Commission members are also reminded that the green Youth Commission T-shirts are available at Ideal Sports Wear in Byesville.  They are only about $6 each and they have the design saved for us.  It would be very helpful if everyone could wear these shirts to events so that those in attendance can identify us for questions, and so that we can find each other when we need to.

     It was also suggested that the names of those attending our events that we get from the registration should somehow be kept organized so that we can see who is there on a regular basis.  Then these people could possibly be rewarded for their attendance with a food coupon (or something).  This item will be discussed further.

Status of Tax Exemption Application: Pam Nicholson has stated that the State is still requiring some additional information from us before they will grant us the tax exempt status.  We will need to furnish them with some financial information and there are also some wording changes that need to be made.  Tim Welch, Jean Stevens and Sam Salupo will be meeting with Pam on Wednesday, July 10 to compile this information and get it sent in.  Hopefully this process will be completed in the near future.

Treasurer’s Report: The current balance in the checking account as of the meeting was $884.95.  A full report was distributed at the meeting, and anyone wanting additional information should see Tim Welch or Ann Williams.
