Ohio Parents Week – Will take place Sept. 22 – 28.  Presentation made by Valerie Berisford to discuss planned events and to see if Youth Com. would be interested in getting involved.  Several things planned are: an art project for students grades K – 4; essay contest for 5th graders; and a parents night w/ dinner and speaker for students in Jr. high and High School on Sept. 26 at the Senior Center.  Sept. 23 is also “Eat dinner with your family night.”  Youth Com. Members that are interested in helping with the events are asked to attend a planning meeting on Sept. 5 at children services for more details.

Community co-ed Challenge (Youth cup challenge) – Presentation by Mike Humphrey.  YOUTH Com. is teaming-up with the united way to hold a cup challenge between all local High Schools (Guernsey, Noble & John Glenn).  The competition will take place on Sun., Oct. 6 at the Cambridge City park, and the events will include: Principal Relay; Euchre Challenge; Dizzy Dash; Chipping; hot shots; sand volleyball; and a food drive.  Youth Commission volunteers will be needed to judge the competitions and oversee that things run smoothly.  A meeting is scheduled for Tues., Sept 10 at GCDJFS to further discuss details and sign-up for the students. 

October event – responsibility & accountability – Youth Com. will again participate in the Haunted Park at the Cambridge City Park.  The event is scheduled for Sat., Oct. 26.  The Youth Com. will run the children’s games at the large pavilion during the day, and we will also run the concession at the pavilion throughout the entire event.  We will keep it simple this year, and we will need enough volunteers to work in shifts so that the same 5 to 10 people are not stuck with the job all day and night!!!!!  More details will be released as they come available.

Status of tax exemption application – Nothing to report.  All paperwork is in to the state, and we are waiting to hear the outcome.

Core value committee updates – “Value of the Individual” President Dan carpenetti stated that his committee will attend the “Parents Week” meeting and possibly link onto that event to publicize the September core value.

Treasurer’s report – Reports were distributed.  Beginning Balance was $811.96.  On 8/9/02 $200 was paid to the City Park for pool event.  Ending balance was $611.96.

Other Business – Tim Welch has informed John Miller of the Camb. Kiwanis club that we will purchase the 600+ “glow necklaces” that they have left from the 4th of July. Alan Drake of the City Park stated that the park would purchase and store the necklaces so that the Youth Com. Does not have to use their funds in the bank.  We will then reimburse the park after the Halloween event.  Tim Will follow-up with Alan.

August 9 “Teen Summer fun Splash” was a success.  About 120 teens were on-hand, and there were no problems at all.
