· The minutes from the November 6, 2002 meeting were approved on a motion from Mike Humphrey and seconded by Quentin Knauer.

Family Turkey Bowl Report:
     The Family Turkey Bowl was held on Sunday, November 24 at King Pin Lanes.  The event was very successful, and ran very smoothly.  The event was attended by a total of 169 people (57-parents / 112-children).  Valerie Berisford conducted an evaluation summary at the event, which for the most part, was extremely positive.

Hot Cocoa at Holiday Parade:
     Also very successful.  Rhonda Pilck, her daughter Erica and a friend, and Cindi Mazek sold hot cocoa at the parade in Downtown Cambridge on Saturday, November 30.  They were able to sell two full dispensers within a matter of a few blocks.  The cocoa was sold for 50-cents a cup, and we made $52.50.

Cambridge Shop Hop:
     The Shop Hop was held in Downtown Cambridge on Saturday, December 7.  Headquarters was set up in the old Sports Galore building, and the Youth Commission gave out free hot cocoa, chips, candy and pop (all left from Halloween).  Jean Stevens, Sam Salupo and Rhonda Pilck graciously volunteered to man the table during the event.

December Event:
     Suggestions included having a family day at the YMCA, or again having an event at King Pin Lanes.  Tim Welch and Valerie Berisford will work on putting together an event, which will again be co-sponsored with the Family Variety Series, and Tim will inform everyone once plans are finalized.
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Tax Exemption Update:
     We have been approved, and we are now just awaiting the official paperwork from the State.  Sam Salupo volunteered to organize a fundraising committee for the organization.  He is hoping to get representatives from lead agencies, businesses, local government, schools, churches, etc. to help raise money to hopefully fund a staff person to run the Youth Commission.  May possibly have a re-organizational meeting for the entire Youth Commission to discuss these items sometime in January or in the near future.  It was also suggested that we invite St. Rep. Nancy Hollister to the meeting so that she will be familiar with the Youth Commission and what we do.

Committee Reports:
     The Family Committee reported that they had met since the last Board Meeting.  They are looking at their options for the planning of a February event.  Valerie Berisford has taken over as the Chairperson for this committee.     

Treasurer’s Report:
     The balance at the November meeting was $565.26.  The November interest was 49-cents, and there was a deposit of $52.75 from the Holiday Parade cocoa sale.  For a final balance of $618.50.  See Rhonda Pilck for full details.

Other Business:
     Jean Stevens again stated that she would like to see more students involved in the Youth Commission and attending meetings.  She also stated that it would be good to get some lower classmen so that we do not have to search for new students every year.  Everyone was in agreement with these statements, and we will attempt to get students into the organization.  One suggestion was to ask the school social workers for their assistance in recruiting students for us.  We will continue to work on this issue.
