Tim asked for authorization to use YC funds to purchase the prizes.  The request passed on a motion from Mike Humphrey and seconded by Dana Morehead.
June “Summer Fun” Event:
     We will be co-sponsoring a swim party (Family Fun Splash) with the Family Variety Series for children and families at the City Park Pool.  We will attempt to book Friday, June 20, since it was really the only available date that the pool had.  Tim will take care of scheduling the pool and publicizing the event.  As of right now, the event will take place from 8 – 10PM and will be open to kids K-6th grade and their parents.  All children must be accompanied by an adult.  The first 100 people will receive $2 tickets that can be used at the pool’s concession.  Val says that she thinks that the Family Variety Series will be able to cover the $200 payment to the Park Dept.  Tim received authorization to use YC funds, if needed, on a motion from Mike H. and seconded by Vicki B.
July “Summer Fun” Event:
