Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the November 3, 2004 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Dan Carpenetti and seconded by Valerie Berisford.

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was reviewed by Rhonda Pilck. One check was written to King Pin Lanes for $200 for the Turkey Bowl. December Event Planning: It was decided to sponsor gift wrapping for Christmas presents, which we will use as a fundraiser.  We will not set a price, but rather just accept donations.  We will be holding the event at the Genesis Health Care Conference Room in front of Wal-Mart, and it will take place on Dec. 8 from 5 – 9PM, Dec. 9 from 5 – 9PM, and Dec. 11 from 9AM – 1PM.  We will ask that the people bring their gifts ready to wrap, and we will be using students from the National Honor Society from all three local high schools to help us wrap.  Tim will take care of the flyers and promotions, and Mark will look into getting signs made to be posted at some of the Southgate stores.  Everyone is to donate paper and other supplies.
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Bike Helmet Grant Award: Tim announced that we have again been awarded the Bike Helmet Grant through the Brain Injury Association of Ohio in the total of $200.  We will be purchasing the helmets in the near future and we will store them until the spring, when we will distribute them during some type of safety-related event, which we have done for the past several years.
