     There was no formal agenda for this meeting, which was led by Troy McCollister.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the proposal of hiring a full-time, paid staff person to oversee the operations of the Guernsey County Family and Children First Council, the Guernsey County Youth Commission, and the former Big Brothers and Big Sisters organizations.

     The Big Brothers and Big Sisters organization will no longer have a local office, however in order to save the existing group (Board) and concept; it was suggested that it become a branch of the Youth Commission.  The former BB/BS will still have its own identity, but will operate under a new name.  And both of these groups will fall under the Family and Children First “umbrella.”

     This new person will take over the Director’s position for the Family and Children First Council (currently held by Sue Thomas), as well as the leadership roles for the Youth Commission (Tim Welch) and former BB/BS (Chad Hibbs).  All three will continue to have their respective Boards, as well as their elected officers.

     The main purpose of this position is to consolidate organizations and services, while easing the workloads of those currently holding the leadership roles, who also have other full-time duties as part of their jobs.

     This job will be posted internally for those that may be interested in applying for the position.

     On a motion from Sam Salupo and seconded by Art Clemenson it was approved to move forward on the hiring of a full-time, paid staff person.
