Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the July 7, 2004 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Dana Morehead and seconded by Jean Stevens.

Lore City Centennial Festival Wrap-Up: Kate Broadwater stated that there seemed to be some confusion with the event.  The weather played a factor (rain), and many of those who were supposed to be there did not show.  Kate noted that a handful of children visited the YC table, and those that were there seemed to have fun.
Final Planning for Free Community Concert (Aug. Event): A free Community Concert is planned in conjunction with the Guernsey Co. Child Support Enforcement Agency for Wed., Aug. 4 from 5 – 7PM at the Cambridge City Park.  The concert will feature the band Hidden Drive.  We will be setting-up a table with information, and we will be handing out the toys that were left over from the Lore City Festival.

Proposal of Revised By-Laws: A copy of the proposed revision of the by-laws was distributed and reviewed with the changes that were made in bold print.  All changes made were agreed with however, it was suggested that an addition be made in “Article 2” with the listing of the original 7 core values and a definition of each.  Kate will make the necessary changes and bring a revised copy to the September meeting.  No action will be taken on the by-laws until all revisions have been made.
September Event – Value of the Individual (Core Value): It was suggested that we have our Food Drive Challenge at this time rather than during the holidays.  It was also suggested that we conduct the activity on our own rather than with the Salvation Army.  Kate will be contacting the GMN-ESC to get on the agenda for the Superintendents meeting to discuss the contest with them.  The contest will again include all schools within the county, and the school collecting the most non-parishible food items (based on ratio) will win the traveling trophy, currently held by Secrest Elementary.  
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It was also noted that we will have to collect all of the food ourselves this time from the schools.  Also, it was suggested that we have groups at the schools (student council, clubs, etc.) do the counting and organizing of items for us.  More to come.
SMARTT Program Update: Chad Hibbs introduced Ann Lawrence as the new Chairperson for the SMARTT (Supplying Mentoring to At-Risk Teens to Tots) Program.  He also stated that the group will be meeting on the second Wednesday of each month at 2PM at Children Services (The next one is Aug. 11).  Chad has been revising the forms for volunteers and the participants and handed out several copies for the Youth Commission to review.  He noted as well that they are beginning to organize the groups programs, and they are hoping to use January 2005 as a target date to get things up and running.

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Reports were distributed and reviewed by Rhonda Pilck.  The balance of the checking account as of 8/3/04 was $705.55.  The report was accepted on a motion from Dan Carpenetti and seconded by Kim Reynolds.  Tim Welch also reported that the paperwork has been completed with the People’s Bank for the name changes on the YC checking account.  The account will now be in Chad Hibbs and Rhonda Pilck’s names.

Other Business: Dana Morehead announced that the YMCA will be holding a Youth Triathlon on Saturday, Aug. 21.  The event is open to youth ages 8 – 16 and there will be competitions in swimming, biking, and running.  The events will be broken into four different age groups and team participation is being encouraged.  The cost is $15 per child before Aug. 18, and $25 after the 18th.  Each child will receive a T-shirt, medal, and refreshments.  Dana also asked for volunteers from the YC to help with the event, which will begin at 9AM.  For more info, call the Y at 432-6318.
Kim Reynolds discussed several upcoming events including: The Back to School in Style Program (Magical Moments of Childhood), which offers school supplies, haircuts and clothing to kids in need will be getting underway with several stops in Aug.

Kim handed out “Safe Haven” flyers that offer information about the safe and proper way to leave an unwanted newborn and where to do so.

There will be a Magical Moments Yard Sale on Sat., Aug. 14 at Children Services at 9AM to raise funds for the Back to School in Style Program.
