Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the October 6, 2004 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Lila Johnson and seconded by Ann Lawrence.

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was distributed and reviewed by Rhonda Pilck.  Two checks were written for expenditures for the Fall into Fun Halloween Party, and the balance of the checking account as of 11-1-04 was $605.34.  The report was accepted on a motion from Mike Humphrey and seconded by Lila Johnson.
Event/Values Committee Membership: Kate Broadwater and Chad Hibbs discussed the possibility of creating two separate committees, one for events and one for core values, to attempt to make things easier when planning events, and the other to make sure that the designated value for the month is promoted within the event.  It was decided that these committees would meet during the regular Youth Commission meeting, and then reconvene with the others, rather than scheduling separate and additional meetings.
2005 Events Calendar Creation: The creation of a calendar of events was also discussed.  It is hoped that the entire year can be planned out, so that no so much effort and last minute planning is needed.  It was suggested that this can be done with existing websites through the Family and Children First Council and the Cambridge Area Chamber of Commerce.
October Event Wrap-up:  We had a table at the “Fall into Fun Halloween Party” at the Armory on Friday, October 29.  The event was very successful.  There were approximately 370 Children and adults that attended.  The theme of the party was nursery rhymes, and our table was Three Blind Mice.  Rhonda Pilck, Tim Welch, Chad Hibbs, Tut Turner, and several students from the Alternative School ran the table.  We had a game, prizes, and pamphlets to hand out.  We also took pictures of the kids, which we then posted on the www.guernseyfcfc.com website.
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November Event Ideas & Planning:  It was suggested that we again try to hold our annual “Turkey Bowl” at King Pin Lanes.  This has been very successful and well attended in the past.  This event includes free bowling, shoes, and $2 food tickets for kids and families.  No children under the age of 13 will be admitted without a parent.  Rhonda Pilck will call the bowling alley to check on availability.  We will attempt to have the event on November 26, the day after Thanksgiving.  Volunteers will be needed and appreciated.  More information to come.  
SMARTT Program Update: Ann Lawrence reported that they are continuing to work on the programming and their target date to be up and running is January 2005.  They will be starting with the middle school-aged kids.
It was also reported that they are sending letters to businesses that have participated in the past with the cake auction, and asking for incentives to go with the cakes.  Ann also stated that they have a lead on some sports-related items to accompany some of the cakes.  The auction will take place at the beginning of April.
Other Business:  Tim Welch remarked that the balance in the checking account was starting to get low.  We are continuing to take money out for various events, however there are no money coming in, and it has been quite some time since we have had any type of fundraiser.
One idea that was suggested by Leisha Lucas was to have gift wrapping for the holidays.  Everyone agreed that this was a very good idea, and has the potential to bring in a lot of money.  It was also suggested that this could be our December event.  A location that was suggested was the conference room at the new Genesis building in front of Wal-Mart because of how near it is to the stores on Southgate Parkway.  Kate was to check on availability.  We will also attempt to get the local high school students involved as well.  More information to come.
Tut Turner also suggested the possibility of running a concession at a youth basketball tournament.  More information to come.
