Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the December 1, 2004 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Leslie Leppla and seconded by Rhonda Pilck.

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was distributed and reviewed by Rhonda Pilck.  The check book balance as of January 4, 2005 was $984.77.  The report was accepted on a motion from Tut Turner and seconded by Mike Humphrey.
December Gift Wrapping Event Fundraiser: Unfortunately, it was not a very successful fundraiser, however, we did learn a lot from it, and we will attempt to change some things and make it better next year.  Among the changes will be starting our advertising and promotions earlier.  We just missed a couple of holiday parties for some of the larger local companies, which could have given us their business for wrapping gifts.  This year, we were able to wrap gifts for Edgetech, which gave us a $150 donation, and we did wrap gifts for one community member, as well as several Youth Commission members’ gifts.  So we did make a small profit on the project.  Also, we will again have students from all of the area high schools helping with the project.  The left over wrapping paper was donated to the Secret Santa Program and the Magical Moments of Childhood Christmas Party.
SMARTT Program Update: Ann Lawrence reported that plans are being finalized for the Cake Auction, which will take place on April 1 at the Cambridge Country Club.  Letters have been sent out to past participants.  Sports items will be used as incentives to go with the cakes.  The Get SMARTT Program for at-risk middle school aged girls is set to get underway on January 19.
January Event: It was decided that we would organize a collection of money for the victims of the recent tsunami.  This collection will take place in all of the area schools (all grades), and the money will be donated to UNICEF.  The superintendents will be contacted to get their blessing, and then the principals for each school will be contacted to see if they would be willing to participate.  Kate will be getting in touch with UNICEF to see what we need to do.  This is not a competition.  The core value for January is Education, so it is only fitting to get the students and schools involved with this worthwhile project. 
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Other Business: Mike Humphrey announced that there will be ice sculpture displays at the Salt Fork Lodge on Saturday, January 29.  The event is sponsored by the United Way, and the sculptors will be from all over the world. 
Break into Groups for Work Sessions: Those in attendance broke into two groups – The Events Committee and the Core Value Committee.  The events committee attempted to plan the entire year, month by month.
