Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the November 2, 2005 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Quentin Knauer and seconded by Art Clemenson.
Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was distributed and reviewed.  The checkbook balance as of December 6, 2005 was $3,047.25.  The report was accepted and approved on a motion from Ann Lawrence and seconded by Val Berisford.

Fundraising Updates:
     Magic of Childhood Show – Took place on November 5 at PLCC.  Both shows, featuring magician Jon Petz and comedic juggler Matt Jergens, were very well attended, and the event is being deemed a big success.  As a result, the Youth Commission received $2,011.28 from the proceeds, with the other portion going to the Magical Moments of Childhood.  There are plans to have the show again next year.
     Gift Wrapping – Four dates have been chosen to hold this year’s gift wrapping fundraiser.  Two locations have already taken place - Genesis health Care Conference Room on November 25 form 9AM-1PM and Southeastern Med on December 5 from 9AM – 1PM – and have not been very successful.  The other two dates are – Southeastern Ohio Rehabilitation & sports Medicine Center (S.R. 660) on December 8 from 5PM – 8PM and the Guernsey Co. Senior Citizens Center on December 12 from 9AM – 12PM.  High School students from area schools will be used to help wrap.  In addition to being open to the public, letters have also been sent out to a number of companies and agencies to see if they need packages wrapped for their parties. 
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SMARTT Program Updates: Ann Lawrence reported that the girl’s program is wrapping-up, and a second boy’s program (for middle school-aged kids) will begin after the first of the year, possibly in February.  It was also announced that the cake auction will be taking place on Thursday, April 6 and will again have a sports memorabilia theme.  McMasters/Harris will run the auction.  The Youth Commission may be asked to help out with manpower for the event.
January Event Planning: Leslie Leppla came up with the idea of having some type of show, possibly a ventriloquist.  The show would be free, but we would take donations at the door, which would be donated to a local charity.  Leslie was to look into several locations and report back on her findings.
Other Business: Youth Leadership Project – Mike Kachilla reported that the Youth Leadership Group, which consists of 20 students (all Juniors) from Cambridge, Meadowbrook, Buckeye Trail and John Glenn High Schools, are currently working on a problem solving matrix and attempting to think of a project for the Youth Commission.  Chad, Tut and Tim met with the students to give them background information about the Youth Commission, and the students are working on rough outlines for a project.  Their goal is to do their project in March/April.  More to come.
