Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the April 6, 2005 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Ann Lawrence and seconded by Rhonda Pilck.
Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was distributed and reviewed by Rhonda Pilck.  The checkbook balance as of May 4 was $975.46.  The report was accepted on a motion from Tim Welch and seconded by Quentin Knauer.

April Updates: The Kids Night Out event scheduled at the YMCA for Saturday, April 30 was cancelled.

SMARTT Program Update: Looking into the possibility of having a program in conjunction with Deerasic Park.  It will be an Outdoor Education/Mentoring Program.  It will be for the boys in the program (15 max.), and would begin in June.  It would be an 8-week program that would be held 2-3 hours, once a week.
May Event Planning: Mud Madness – The event is set to take place Sunday, May 22 at the Cambridge City Park.  Registration will begin at 12:30 PM and the games will begin at 1:00 PM.  This year there will only be volleyball, and depending on how many teams there are, we will decide that day on the scoring and if it will be double or single elimination.  All three high schools in the county, as well as the Alternative School and Career Center will have teams.  Rockin’ Reggie the DJ will provide music and entertainment.  There will be informational booths and door prizes.  It was decided that we will also be providing the students with free hot dogs, chips and drinks this year.  Donations for some of these items will be sought.  Youth Commission will purchase the remainder of food needed (This was passed on a motion from Rhonda Pilck and seconded by Ann Lawrence).  Each participant will receive a free T-shirt as well (150 have been ordered from Swan’s Sport Shop).  Val has come up with a release form in case of injuries.  United Ambulance has also stated that they will have an ambulance on hand for the event.
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Bike Rodeo – Event is being co-sponsored by the Kiwanis Club, and this is the second year that we have been involved.  It is set for Saturday, May 21 at the City Park Large Pavilion from 1:00 PM – 3:00 PM.  We have again secured the $200 grant from the Brain Injury Association of Ohio, and we will use that money to purchase bike helmets, which will be given away to the children in attendance free of charge.  Local law enforcement reps will be on-hand with safety tips and the kids will also get free snow cones/ice cream.            
Other Business: Youth Leadership Program – Mike Kachilla briefly described the program, which is based on the adult Leadership Guernsey Program.  Five Juniors from each of the four area high schools are selected to participate, and Mike stated that the group would probably be able to take on 1 or 2 projects where the kids could assist with Youth Commission events (possibly March or April).  The Youth Leadership program starts in October, and graduation takes place in May.  The sessions are held on the second Thursday each month.  Mike also asked that a representative(s) from the Youth Commission come to speak to the group to explain what we are and what we do.  More to come.
