Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the October 5, 2005 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Quentin Knauer and seconded by Art Clemenson.

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was distributed and reviewed.  The checkbook balance as of November 1, 2005 was $1,033.86.  The only activity over the past month was the addition of the interest for the month of September.  The report was accepted and approved on a motion from Valerie Berisford and seconded by Leslie Leppla.
SMARTT Program Updates: It was announced that the last meeting was cancelled and the next one is scheduled for November 9.  The middle school-age girl’s group meets on Wednesday evenings, and it is hoped to get another boys group started in the future as well.

October Event Update – Fall Into Fun: Again a successful event this year.  The Fall Into Fun With Pooh & Friends Halloween Party was held on October 28 at the Beech Grove Family Center.  There were 474 people in attendance, and over 200 of those were children.  Students from the Alternative School assisted Youth Com. volunteers with taking pictures of the children and families.  Juvenile Court also donated $100 to help purchase the film for the cameras.
November Event Planning: The Magic of Childhood Show featuring Magician Jon Petz and Comedic Juggler Matt Jergens will take place on November 5 at 1PM & 6PM at the Pritchard Laughlin Civic Center.  Tickets will be $8 each, and the proceeds will benefit the Youth Commission and the Magical Moments of Childhood. 

It was also decided to not have the “Turkey Bowl” this year at King Pin Lanes the day after Thanksgiving.  There has not been a very good turn-out the past couple of years.  So we will concentrate our efforts on the gift wrapping.
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Gift Wrapping Fundraiser: The Youth Commission will hold its gift wrapping fundraiser again this year.  We are going to try to get an earlier start this year, and we may try to get several different locations, rather than just one.  We will try to get the Genesis building again for one day over the Thanksgiving weekend for the big shopping days, hopefully Friday, November 25.  Other locations we may try to get are the rehab building on S.R. 660, Southeastern Med, and the Senior Center.  We will also be sending out letters to the larger companies in the county to see if they need packages wrapped for their Christmas parties.  We will try to get all of the materials donated (paper, tape, bows, name tags, gift bags, tissue paper, etc.).  We will also try to get various student groups from the area to assist us in the wrapping.
Other Business: Sharon Ward reported that the Kiwanis hosted a successful “Fun Day” on October 13 at the Golden Rule School.  Over 100 people participated in the event, which featured games, food, and crafts.
