Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the May 4, 2005 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Ann Lawrence and seconded by Art Clemenson.
Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was distributed and reviewed by Rhonda Pilck.  The checkbook balance as of June 1 was $671.32.  The report was accepted on a motion from Tim Welch and seconded by Jean Stevens.

May Events Updates: Kiwanis Bike Rodeo- A very successful event again this year.  There were about 80 children, and 150 people total, that attended the event, which was held on Saturday, May 21 at the City Park.  All children received a bike helmet.  We again contributed $200 toward the helmets with the grant through the Brain Injury Assoc. of Ohio.  A total of 71 helmets were purchased through Helmets R Us at a cost of $344.  The Kiwanis picked-up the additional $144.  Six bikes were also given away; presentations were also given by Cambridge Police, State Patrol, and United Ambulance; and the kids were given free ice cream cones at the Parkside Tasty Treat.
Mud Madness- Also very successful, with our largest group of participants in the event’s 4-year history.  26 teams (over 200 students) from Cambridge, Meadowbrook, Buckeye Trail, the Alternative School, and the MEOCTC, Buffalo Campus competed in the mud volleyball tourney, which was held on Sunday, May 22 at the City Park.  The Meadwobrook “Jibs” again won the championship.  The event, which is co-sponsored with Alcohol & Drug Services of Guernsey County, also featured a DJ, door prizes, free food & drinks, and free T-shirts. 
SMARTT Program Updates: There will be a Boys Summer Program in conjunction with the Whitetail Deer Education Foundation (Deerasic Park).  The program is for middle school-aged boys (15 max.) and will take place on Wednesdays, June 15 – August 10 from 10AM to 1PM.  The program will cover a variety of outdoor subjects.  
The SMARTT Program is also looking for new Board members.  Several were lost recently.  The group will next meet on Wednesday, June 8 at Children Services.
June Event Planning: Wal-Mart Fishing Day- The event is set for Saturday, June 4 from 10AM to 3PM at Salt Fork State Park at the beach/marina area.  Approx. 5 volunteers from the YC will be needed.  There will be craft booths, food booths, scavenger hunts, etc.  Kids are asked to bring their own poles, if possible, everything else is provided.  They had 100 to 150 kids last year.
Children’s Health Fair- The event is set for Thursday, June 23 at the City Park.  Although we were not invited to participate again this year, the YC as a group was interested in seeing if we could again get a table to be part of the event.  We participated for 2 or 3 years in a row, a couple of years ago, but it is now being run by different people. Tim Welch will contact Jeannie Wilson at Southeastern Med to see if we can still get in.
Other Business: Election of New Officers- The annual election of officers will take place at the July 6 YC meeting.  The positions of Chairperson, Vice Chairperson, Secretary, and Treasurer will be up for nominations.
CSEA Month- Tim Welch was again approached by members of the Child Support Enforcement Agency at GCDJFS about teaming-up for a program/event during the month of August (Child Support Enforcement Awareness Month).  Last year, we co-sponsored a free concert in the park with the agency.  A representative from CSEA will be invited to the next YC meeting to discuss possibilities.
Announcements & Activities: Old Washington Bicentennial Celebration- Chad Hibbs was contacted by representatives from the Bicentennial Committee about the possibility of having the YC involved.  They did not specify how they wanted us to participate, other that providing volunteers to help out.  More details to come.
stand/STAMP- The stand Program will have a meeting on June 11 at Cool Beans Coffee Bar at 11AM.  Plans are to go from the meeting to a local restaurant where the members will expose their “No Smoking Section” T-shirts.
There will also be a STAMP Training scheduled for June 18 from 8AM to 12PM at the Genesis Bldg. Community Room.
