Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the August 3, 2005 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Ann Lawrence and seconded by Rhonda Pilck.

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was distributed and reviewed by Rhonda Pilck.  The checkbook balance as of September 2, 2005 was $1,033.02.  The report was accepted and approved on a motion from Jean Stevens and seconded by Kim Reynolds.

Vice President Election: Jean Stevens agreed to again hold the Vice President position.  Her nomination was approved on a motion from Tim Welch and seconded by Art Clemenson.  Her election to office was voted on unanimously.
SMARTT Program Updates: Ann Lawrence reported that the Deerasic Summer Program for teen boys wrapped-up with an overnight stay at Salt Fork.  Plans are in the works to start a girl’s group in October, and another group for middle-school age boys after the girl’s program.  The target number for these groups is 15.  The J.E.T. Program is also to start working with the SMARTT Program.  This will take place on Thursdays from 5:30 PM – 7:30 PM.
August Event Update – Family Pool Party: Another successful event.  Approximately 515 people participated, and the event was co-sponsored by the Child Support Enforcement Agency.  A thank you card from CSEA was read at the meeting, and the YC is very thankful to the Cambridge City Park Dept. for the donation of the pool.  Tut has also created a family contact list from the party.  In the future we will again need to stress that this is a family event and ALL CHILDREN MUST be accompanied by an adult. 
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September Event Planning: It was suggested that we somehow participate in the Heritage Festival that will be taking place in downtown Cambridge on Sept. 30 and Oct. 1.  One of the ideas was to have a table where we could offer face painting for children, and also have a can set-up where people could donate money for Hurricane Katrina Relief.
Jean will contact Bret Peach about getting a table for the festival, and Tut and Leslie will check with the Cambridge High School Choir group and art classes to see if we can use students for the face painting.  A planning and organizational meeting for this activity will be held on Wed., Sept. 14 at 9:00 AM at DJFS.  
Youth Commission Contact List:  Tim Welch has suggested updating the Active Member mailing list.  He stated that approximately 70-80 mailings go out each month, and the average attendance at meetings is 10-15 people.  Some of those on the list have not attended in years.  Tim would like to scale down the list to those who are actually active (in some way) and possibly adding new members who are interested in joining the Commission.  Tim will be sending out a letter to those that are still receiving mailings, but have not participated in quite some time to see if they are still interested in being a member.
Other Business: Jean Stevens announced that the Juvenile Court has two new probation officers.  Mike Swank, will be working with the Cambridge City Schools, and Travis Stevens, will be working with the other area schools.  It was also announced that Jill Lukac will be the new CASA Coordinator.
Tim read a letter from Valerie Berisford (who was unable to attend the meeting).  Val wanted to see if the YC would be interested in doing something with Red Ribbon Week (spreads the message of the dangers of drugs) again this year.  It will be taking place October 23-31.  Activities will be planned in the Cambridge City Schools.  More information to come.
