Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the February 2, 2005 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Quentin Knauer and seconded by Linda Minter.

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was distributed and reviewed by Rhonda Pilck.  The checkbook balance as of March 1, 2005 was $906.97.  The report was accepted on a motion from Kim Reynolds and seconded by Ann Lawrence.

UNICEF Tsunami Fund Drive: It turned out quite well considering only the Cambridge Schools participated.  The total school contributions equaled $660.74. (Cambridge High School = $99.39; Cambridge Middle School = $269.85; North Elementary = $43.73; Central Elementary = $104.23; & South Elementary = $143.54.)  We will also be receiving a $50 donation from the SMARTT Program, and the Youth Commission will be making up the difference to bring the grand total to $725.  The money (coins) have been given to US Bank to be rolled.  They will be sending a check to the Youth Commission for that amount, and the Youth Commission will then send a check to UNICEF.
Family Game Night: Unfortunately, not a very successful event.  There were six families that turned out at Central Elementary, and those that were there seemed to enjoy themselves, but it was a low turn out, despite good promotion.  All families left with free games, and there was plenty of free pizza and pop.
Central Elementary Principal Leslie Leppla stated that they had recently had a Family Movie Night at the school, complete with popcorn and door prizes.  She noted how successful it was (aaprox. 300 people).  So this may be an event that we may want to consider in the future.
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Chad also mentioned that the YMCA has offered its services to be a clearinghouse for RSVP’s for events so we would know how many people to expect for future events.  This is something that would probably work well with family events, but would most likely not be utilized for kids or teen events.  It is something that could be requested, but it will not be mandatory.  It was decided that this could be used as an option, and we will use it on an as needed basis.

SMARTT Program Updates: Ann Lawrence reported that there are currently 7 girls in the program, and they are half way through the program.  The cake auction is continuing to progress.  It is slated for Friday, April 1 at the Country Club.  It was also noted that the 501C3 registration is in progress with the new name change.
March Event Planning – Easter Egg Hunt Concession Stand: It was reported that there will be an Easter Egg Hunt at the City Park Large Pavilion on Saturday, March 26 from 11 A.M. – 2 P.M.  The Youth Commission will again be in charge of running the concession stand.  It was suggested that we contact the Cambridge High School National Honor Society to see if they would like to man the booth.  Chad is to contact them to see if they will participate.

Other Business: Valerie Berisford talked about the Teen Institute (TI).  It is taking place on the weekend of March 5 at Camp Friendly Hills in Zanesville, and high school kids from a six county area attend.  It teaches the kids about the dangers associated with drinking, drugs, sex, etc.  It was suggested that the Youth Commission sponsor 4 kids to go to the event next year (approx. $25 per student).  The motion was made by Jean Stevens, and seconded by Mark Shambaugh.
It is again time to begin planning for Mud Madness.  The event is tentatively scheduled for Sunday, May 22 at the City Park beginning at 12:30 P.M. in the same location as last year.  A planning meeting is scheduled for March 16 at 12-noon at DJFS.
Kim Reynolds stated that the 2nd Annual Formal Dress Give Away will be taking place on Saturday, March 19 on the second floor of the Potter Davis Bldg. in downtown Cambridge from 1 – 4 P.M.  Dresses will be given away for free, and they are going to look into getting a free tuxedo rental to give away for the guys.  There will also be refreshments, door prizes, and a fashion show.

Linda Minter stated that SEAT is looking to set up a summer program to take youth groups to different points in the area.  For more information call 439-3393.
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Quentin Knauer announced that the Cambridge Rotary will be distributing seedlings to area middle and elementary schools on Arbor Day, April 29.

The Swing Into Spring Home Show is taking place March 11, 12, and 13 at the Pritchard Laughlin Civic Center.

Spring Cantata with the Cambridge Singers is taking place on March 11 and 12 at 7:30 P.M. at the Scottish Rite Auditorium.
