Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the June 1, 2005 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Ann Lawrence and seconded by Quentin Knauer.
Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was distributed and reviewed by Rhonda Pilck.  The checkbook balance as of July 6, 2005 was $582.69.  The report was accepted on a motion from Val Berisford and seconded by Art Clemenson.

Officer Elections: 3 of the 4 Officer positions will remain the same.  Tut Turner will continue in the position of Chairperson (President).  He was nominated by Rhonda Pilck and Kate Broadwater.  Tim Welch will remain the Secreatary.  He was nominated by Quentin Knaurer.  And Rhonda Pilck will remain the Treasurer.  She was nominated by Art Clemenson.  These positions were approved on a motion from Quentin Knauer and seconded by Art Clemenson.  There were no volunteers or nominations to take on the Vice Chairperson (Vice President) position.  Therefore this item was tabled until the August meeting.  Anyone interested?
SMARTT Program Update: Ann Lawrence reported that they are about half way through the boys program in conjunction with Deerasic Park.  Ann stated that there were 9 boys that showed up today to attend the program.  These are middle-school aged boys that are learning the different aspects of nature during a series of classes at the facility during the summer.  This takes place on Thursdays, and the SEAT bus leaves from Children Services at 8:30 AM.  Tut and Art also stated that they may know several boys that could benefit from this program, and they would inform them about it.
June Event Update – Children’s Health Fair: Very successful and well-attended event.  There were approximately 500 kids that attended, not including the adults.  Chad, Tim, Rhonda, & Val worked the table where the kids played games (donated by Penny Parnell), they got a toy/prize for participating, and we handed out Youth Commission pamphlets.
July Event Planning: It was decided that we will again hold a swimming party for teens (13-18-yrs-old) at the City Pool, if we are able to get the same deal and price as we have had for the past couple of years.  This total was $200.00 for two hours at the pool and we are able to give the first 100 teens $2.00 food tickets that can be redeemed at the pool concession.  Tut is to check with Jeff Ferguson to see if it will be possible.  Tut and Art will also see if they can find area clubs and businesses that may be able to donate $ to defray costs.   (The date for the party is confirmed-It will be Friday, July 22 from 7:30PM-9:30PM).
It was also decided that we may also try to have a pool party in August as well.  This party will be in conjunction with the Child Support Enforcement Agency at DJFS, and it will be open to families (all ages).  CSEA will supply door prizes and info for those in attendance.  We will check with the pool for available dates.
Planning for Youth Leadership Project: This item was tabled until the next meeting.  Still need more details and information.  We will try to get Mike Kachilla to attend the next meeting for more direction.
Other Business: Rhonda and Kate began discussing the Christmas gift wrapping fundraiser that we attempted last year.  It is agreed that if we begin planning now and greatly increase publicizing the service, it could be a very big and successful money-maker.  A letter will be sent this year to area businesses to see if they would like to use us for their company Christmas parties.  And we will also begin wrapping earlier this year, possibly even Thanksgiving weekend.  Possible locations will be explored as well.  More information to come.
