Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the April 5, 2006 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Art Clemenson and seconded by Rhonda Pilck.

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was distributed and reviewed.  There were no expenses over the past month, and the only income was a check received from Riesbeck’s Food Market in the amount of $25 to be used toward Mud Madness.  The current checkbook balance as of May 2, 2006 was $2,711.32.  The report was accepted and approved on a motion from Tim Welch and seconded by Sharon Ward.

SMARTT Program Update: Ann Lawrence reported that they held their cake auction on April 6.  She stated that the event was better this year than last, and they are considering it a success.

SMARTT will also again hold its Deerasic Park summer program this year for middle school aged kids.  The girls’ program is going on now. 

May Event Planning – Mud Madness – The event (mud volleyball) is set for Sunday, May 21 at the Byesville Village Park.  Registration will begin at 12:30PM and the games will begin at 1PM.  There will be 3 courts this year.  Scaffolding will be provided by Cambridge City Park.  We will need some megaphones.  Rockin’ Reggie the DJ is set.  First Responders from Byesville will be at the event.  The Byesville Volunteer Fire Dept. will run the concession stand.  Donations have started to come in.  All participating schools have their information packs, and have begun to sign students up for the competition.  We are looking for the best deal on T-shirts for the kids.  Tut thinks he might be able to get a good price from Speedy Print (Dan Titko), because they do a lot with Cambridge High School.  There will also be a number of information booths set up, including Teen Pregnancy Prevention, STAND, and Suicide Prevention, among others.  Another meeting will be held at the Byesville Village Park on Tuesday, May 9 at 5:30PM to finalize planning.

Bicycle Rodeo – Held in conjunction with the Cambridge Kiwanis Club, the event will be held on Saturday, May 20 at the large pavilion at the City Park from 1PM – 3PM.
