Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the August 3, 2006 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Ann Lawrence and seconded by Art Clemenson.

Treasurer’s Report: Rhonda Pilck reported that since the last meeting the YC had several expenses.  They included: 2 pool parties at $200 each; DJ for each pool party at $100 each; and $200 to the Magical Moments of Childhood for school supplies for the Back to School in Style Project.  After the expenses, the checkbook balance was $2,769.98.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved on a motion from Val Bersiford and seconded by Mike Humphrey.

SMARTT Program Updates: Ann Lawrence reported that there is nothing really new at this point.  Looking to begin the tutoring/mentoring program “Let One Teach One” probably after the first of the year.  This will be NHS high school students helping local elementary school students.  The SMARTT program is also looking to start up another Girl’s Circle group at some point in the future.

Teen & Family Pool Parties Wrap-Up: Both events (Teen Pool Party was August 4 & Family Pool Party was August 17) were very successful.  There were approx. 200 teens at the first party, and approx. 350 people at the family event.  There were no problems or issues, and everyone seemed to really enjoy themselves.

September Event Planning – Mud Bowl I: Dodge Ball Challenge for middle school students is set for Sunday, September 24 at Byesville Village Park.  Registration has begun in the schools.  Registration on the day of the event will begin at 12:30 PM and the games will begin at 1:00 PM.  There will be 8 kids to a team.  There will be 3 courts.  Still need judges.  The balls will be donated.  The Coal Miners organization will be running the food concession.  Police Dept. has been notified and the First Responders are set for the day.  Info booths will include STAND, Teen Pregnancy Prev., and Suicide Prevention Coalition – they will again pass out bandanas.  STAND will be supplying water, and there is some water and juice boxes left from Mud Madness.  Pepsi donated t-shirts, but they are all XL, so we may need to save for Mud Madness and purchase new ones.  Still need to secure a DJ.

We will donate a quart of paint to let the prisoners paint our backdrop.  Also, for the month of Oct., we will work with Val to participate in Red Ribbon Week.  There will be trivia contests in the middle and high schools and we will purchase prize packs.  This month’s core value is personal responsibility.

November Event Planning: This month is usually reserved for some type of fun holiday themed event.  We will not be doing the holiday gift-wrapping this year, due to the poor response over the past two years.  We will be working with the Youth Leadership group to come up with new ideas.

Other Business/Community Events: Youth Leadership group is starting up its new class on Oct. 5.  Time has been blocked off in the afternoon for representatives to discuss the Youth Commission with them and how we want them to participate with us.

     The United Way will be holding the fund raising kick-off on Friday, Sept. 15 at the Courthouse for Lunch on the Lawn.  The event is 10AM – 2PM.  Hamburgers, hot dogs, and brats will be served.  Lunch is by donation.

     STAND will be at the Guernsey Co. Fair on Fri., Sept. 15 at 10AM for their “Ash Trash Bash.”  The group will be picking up cigarette butts around the fairgrounds to make a display to show how much smoking is going on at the fair.  

     The Teen Institute will be taking place this year on November 3, 4, & 5.  There will be 20-25 students from Guernsey Co. participating.  The YC has again agreed to donate $100 to help pay for several students to go.  This was approved on a motion from Jean Stevens and seconded by Mike Humphrey.
