Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the July 5, 2006 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Art Clemenson and seconded by Rhonda Pilck.

Treasurer’s Report: As of the meeting, there had been no activity with Youth Commission funds.  Therefore, the checkbook balance has remained unchanged from the July 5th meeting with a total of $3,565.35.  The report was accepted and approved on a motion from Val Berisford and seconded by Ann Lawrence. 

Teen Pool Party Rescheduled:  Due to weather conditions, the Teen Pool Party had to be rescheduled from July 28 to August 4, 7:30 – 9:30 PM at the Cambridge City Pool.  All other details will remain the same.  We will pay $200 for the use of the pool and $100 for the DJ.  There will be free swimming for teens, age 13 – 18, DJ-music, information tables, and door prizes/giveaways.  Kids can bring canned food items for local pantries.

August Event Planning - Family Pool Party: Basically the same set-up as the teen party, except that this is a family event.  No children under 18 will be admitted without an adult.  This event is scheduled for Thursday, August 17 from 7:30 – 9:30 PM.  The event is free, but no food items will be collected at this event.

September Event Planning: Mud Bowl I – Dodgeball Challenge is set for Sunday, September 24 at Byesville Village Park.  This is for area middle-school age students.  Registration is 12:30 PM and the games begin at 1:00.  We will try to use the same T-shirt supplier that we used for Mud Madness (250 shirts?).  Mark Shambaugh is trying to get Pepsi to be a sponsor to help pay for the shirts.   May be able to get Rockin’ Reggie again.  Byesville VFD will again do the food concession.  There is some water and juice left over from Mud Madness.  Tut will be checking on a trophy for the event.  A logo and name have been secured.  There will be information tables again.  Jean, Myra, Courtney and Chad will be going into the schools to inform the students and staff for registration.
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Youth Leadership Organization: Planning to get youth/students again involved in the organization.  We will invite Mike Kachilla to the September meeting to discuss how we will go about using the Youth Leadership group to assist the Youth Commission.  Students will help in planning the events.  Hoping to have events planned 3-months in advance.  Want to incorporate the core values back into the events. More to come. 

SMARTT Program Updates: The Deerasic Outdoor Education Program and the Girl’s Circle program just wrapped-up.  Chad wrote a grant to Matel to possible help with the program next year.  Once school starts, a boys tutoring/mentoring program will be getting underway.  This will be done in the Cambridge elementary schools, with NHS/Student Council high school students to be doing the mentoring.  This is the “Let One Teach One” program, and Leslie Leppla will be helping to coordinate.

Other Business: Magical Moments in Childhood program will again be holding their annual “Back to School in Style” program on August 21 from 9AM – 12-noon at the Byesville Youth Center and from 1PM – 4PM at South Elementary School.  The Youth Commission will donate $200 to the cause to help in the purchase of school supplies to fill the backpacks.  This was approved on a motion form Jean Stevens and seconded by Ann Lawrence.

Mark Shambaugh reported that the Salt Fork Resorts vacation raffle did not go as well as they had planned, so unfortunately the YC will not be getting any money from the sales.  May try again next year.

Jen Fannin stated that the Guernsey County Tobacco Free Coalition received funds from a check that was presented recently by Joy Padgett.  The ceremony was held at SE Med.  It was announced that adult cessation classes will continue, however they will no longer be doing the youth cessation (although it will continue in a round about way).  The STAND program will continue and is very popular with the students.  A Back to School Bash is planned for August 3 at 6PM at the Crossroads Ministry.

Red Ribbon Week is October 23 –31 this year.  October’s core value is Personal Responsibility and Accountability.  May be able to tie-in somehow.
