Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the September 6, 2006 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Art Clemenson and seconded by Ann Lawrence.

Treasurer’s Report: Rhonda Pilck reported that we received an annonomous donation for $25.  We gave a check in the total of $100 to Steve Stolarik with the Byesville Scenic Railroad for the concession stand that they ran for Mud Bowl I.  We purchased $900 worth of T-shirts for Mud Bowl, but this will be reimbursed by a $1,000 grant through the Health Dept.  The checkbook balance as of the meeting was $2,694.98.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved on a motion from Mike Humphrey and seconded by Quentin Knauer.

Youth Leadership: Chad will be meeting with the Youth Leadership group through the Chamber of Commerce on October 5 at the Byesville Youth Center to discuss the Y.C. with them and how we would like them to participate and assist with the planning of events.  They will be planning events for Nov., Dec., & Jan.  Bowling and a movie night were suggested as possibilities.  More to come. 

Mud Bowl Recap: The event very well for the most part.  There were 10 teams (9 from Cambridge Middle School and 1 from Meadowbrook M.S.) that totaled about 100 students that participated.  The winners were the “Purple Cobras” from Cambridge Middle School.  The event was completed by 4PM.

October Event Planning – Fall Into Fun With Storybooks – We are participating in the CCG Fall into Fun with Storybooks Community Halloween Party on Oct. 27 from 10AM – 12-Noon at the YMCA.
