The tutoring program will begin sometime this winter with Central Elementary School students (4th & 5th grade) and National Honor Society students.  Also looking into a possible Business Explorers Group in conjunction with the Chamber of Commerce. 

“Fall into Fun” Recap: Successful event held Oct. 27 at the YMCA.  Approx. 300 children & adults attended.  Sponsored by the CCG.  We gave out YC pamphlets, bags of cookies, and New Beginnings students painted faces. 

November Event Planning: There will not be a Family Turkey Bowl this year.  The bowling events have become too expensive, and King Pin is no longer willing to negotiate on lowering the price.  Therefore, we will be holding a free Family Movie Night.  This will take place in 3 locations (one in each school district in the county), and we will look at having the event on Thursday, November 30 at 6PM.  There will be a planning meeting on Monday, November 13 to finalize locations, the movie to be shown, and if we will serve snacks, etc.
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December Event Planning: These next several month’s activities will be planned with the help of the Chamber’s Youth Leadership group.  One of the ideas being explored for Dec. is a Christmas decorating contest at each of the schools.  There will be more details to come.

January Event Planning: A Quiz Bowl is being considered for this month to highlight the core value of Education and Opportunity.  This would be a team event with the winner receiving a traveling trophy.  More to come.

Other Business/Community Events: The Partnerships for Success program will be holding its Community Kick-Off Breakfast on Thurs., November 2 at the Pritchard Laughlin Civic Center.  The event is free and open to the public.  A variety of info booths from local agencies will be set-up, as well as an overview of the PfS program.

It is a Christian event, and will feature the bands                         “Marbles for Eyes” and “The Brotherhood.”  There will be a puppet show early for the younger kids, then the bands will play later.  The event will begin at 1PM and will run until approx. 10PM.  It will take place at the House of Samuel at 420 N. 8th St. in Cambridge, and it is free.

     The Teen Institute will be taking place this weekend (Nov. 3,4 & 5).  There are seven Guernsey Co. students participating.  The YC donated $100 to help defray the costs for several students to participate.

     Red Ribbon Week was held Oct. 23-31.  The YC purchased 10-mini-kickballs to be given away as trivia question prizes at each middle and high school.

     Cambridge Middle School will be participating in a food drive to assist the Salvation Army with their Christmas Food Basket program.  This will take place Nov. 6 – Dec. 8.
