Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the May 3, 2006 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Val Berisford and seconded by Art Clemenson.

Treasurer’s Report: The Treasurer’s Report was distributed and reviewed.  The expenses for the month of May 2006 were $2,140.45 and the total income was $2,692.00.  There was also $2.48 in interest.  The current check book balance as of May 5, 2006 was $3,265.35.  The report was accepted and approved on a motion from Sharon Ward and seconded by Val Berisford.

SMARTT Program Updates: Will again sponsord the Deerasic Park Outdoor Program.  This is open to boys and girls going into grades 6, 7, 8, & 9.  It begins on June 14 and runs through July 26.  It takes place every Wednesday from 9AM – Noon.  The SEAT bus will transport the kids to the park.  It departs from Children Services at 8:30AM.  It has been advertised on the radio and in the newspaper.

Also decided to have the Cake Auction again next year.  Some changes will probably be made.

Kiwanis Bike Rodeo Wrap-Up: The event did not go as well this year as it has in the past.  Sharon Ward reported that 52 kids registered for the event held May 20 at the Cambridge City Park large pavilion, but only 13 actually showed-up.  All of the leftover bike helmets will be saved for next year’s event.  4 bicycles were also given away at the event.

Mud Madness Wrap-Up: Very successful event again this year.  The Byesville Park location worked out great.  Meadowbrook High School (the “Main Event” team) won the championship.  This is the 4th year in a row that MHS has taken home the trophy.  We had great sponsorship this year, and we had plenty of money to purchase the t-shirts and other items necessary for the event.  There were a total of 28 teams this year (most ever) and approx. 250 students participated.  Several things were suggested to make things even better next year.

June Event Planning: SE Med Children’s Health Fair – We will be participating in the event on Thursday, June 15 at the Cambridge City Park Large Pavilion from 6PM – 9PM.  We will use a beanbag toss game from GCDJFS, and we will give a prize to each child that participates.  We will also have YC pamphlets to hand out.

July Event Planning: Teen Pool Party – We will look into having one of our annual summer teen (13-18-yrs-old) pool parties at the Cambridge City Pool.  We will try for Wednesday, July 26 from 7 – 9PM.  We will try to get a DJ for the event, and we will just let the pool take care of the food stand.  Watch for finalized date/times.

The Kiwanis Club will be holding a pool party for young children (6-12-y-o) on July 19 from 6 – 9PM.

August Event Planning: Nothing officially planned at this point.  In the past we have had family pool parties, or family events of some kind.  There will be more information at the July meeting.          

September Event Planning: It was suggested by Jean Stevens that we consider a Mud Dodge Ball competition for area middle school students.  It would be set-up just like the Mud Volleyball Challenge, and Byesville Village Park has agreed to allow us to have the event there.  We would also have shirts for the kids that participate, and a trophy for the winning school.  May want to consider having local businesses sponsor teams (ex. $30 to $50).  More information to come.

Election of Officers: We will again be looking to fill the positions of Chair, Vice Chair, Secretary and Treasurer.  The election will happen at the July 5 meeting.

Other Business: Art announced that the Salvation Army will be starting its Sack Lunch program on Monday, June 12.  There are 4 sites in Cambridge – South Elementary, the old Lincoln School, the old Park School parking lot, and the Wills Creek Apts.  There will also be 2 sites in Byesville this year as well – Byesville Village Park and Jackson Park.

     Mark Shambaugh discussed an upcoming canoe safety course.  The event will be called “Paddle Safe-Paddle Fun” and is co-sponsored by the Friends of Salt Fork.  It will take place on Saturday, August 11.

     Chad mentioned a grant program for non-profit organizations offered through Sam’s Club.  If you are a member of Sam’s Club, it betters your chances of being considered for the grants.  Membership costs $35 per year.  Chad will be meeting with a Sam’s representative to learn more about the program.
