Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the March 7, 2007 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Art Clemenson and seconded by Tut Turner.

Treasurer’s Report: The reports were distributed and reviewed.  The expenses totaled $138.83, and there was no income reported.  The current checkbook balance as of the meeting was $2,171.66.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved on a motion from Val Berisford and seconded by Sharon Ward.

SMARTT Report: The tutoring program “Let One Teach One” will be taking place with 3rd, 4th & 5th grade students at Central Elementary School.  They will be tutored by Cambridge High School students.  This will be held at 3:15PM on April 17, 24 and May 1.  They are hoping that 10 kids will participate in the program.  

Recap of March Event: Adopt-A-Dress – Held on Saturday, March 24 at the Crossroads Branch of the library.  It was a very successful event, where approx. 150 people showed up and 300 dresses were on display.  Tut Turner was on-hand to talk about the YC and hand out pamphlets.

Finalize April Event Planning: The YC will have an informational table at the “Stroll Away” event for Child Abuse and Neglect Prevention Month.  This will take place on Friday, April 27 from 6PM – 7:30PM at the Cambridge City Park large pavilion and walking path.  There will be refreshments and door prize giveaways.  Rhonda Pilck volunteered to put together a door prize for the YC, and we agreed to spend up to $50 on this project.  This was accepted on a motion from Jean Stevens and seconded by Tim Welch.

May Event Planning: Mud Madness – We will be holding the Mud Madness Volleyball competition on Sunday, May 20 at the Byesville Village Park.  It was decided to just have Mud Madness, and not try to have the Mud Bowl Dodgeball competition on the same weekend, due to a lack of volunteers.  We agreed to accept a donation from the Guernsey Co. Suicide Prevention Coalition for the purchase of T-shirts.  They will put their logo somewhere on the shirt.  This was accepted on a motion from Rhonda Pilck and seconded by Leslie Leppla.  The Byesville Volunteer Fire Dept. will again run the concession stand.  We will pay them $200 and give the kids $2 food coupons when they register.  Val Berisford will be contacting Rockin’ Reggie the DJ to see if he can attend again.  We hope to pay him $150 again.  We will hold a special planning meeting on Wednesday, April 18 at 9AM at DJFS.

June Event Planning: Our plans are to again participate in the Children’s Health Fair at the Cambridge City Park on June 14.  We will team-up with the Kiwanis to hand out bike helmets and bike safety literature.  Tim Welch will again attempt to secure grant funds from the Brain Injury Association of Ohio to purchase more bike helmets.  It was also agreed that the YC would purchase a bike to be given away.  This was accepted on a motion from Jean Stevens and seconded by Rhonda Pilck.

Other Community Events: April 27 is Arbor Day, and the Rotary Club will be handing out tree seedlings.
