Approval of Minutes:  The minutes from the November 7. 2007 meeting were approved on a motion from Rhonda Pilck and seconded by Larry Branham.

Treasurer’s Report:  The reports were distributed and reviewed by Rhonda Pilck.  The expenses for November and December 2007 totaled $694.25.  There has been no recent income.  The interest for the months of September and October was $1.49.  The current checkbook balance = $1,207.44.  The Treasurer’s Report was accepted and approved on a motion from Art Clemenson and seconded by Tim Welch.

Guernsey County Youth Council:  Greg Bates from the Opportunity Center reported that the In School Youth Employment Program is continuing.  There are no TANF funds available right now, so all of the students are on through the WIA program right now.  They are currently employed at the Daily Jeffersonian, Guernsey Co. Auditor’s office, Guernsey County Commissioners, Central Elementary School, and all three of the local high schools.  The kids work 70 hrs every two weeks, and are paid every two weeks.  The Out of School Program is continuing as well.  There are currently 3 individuals in this program.  There were four, however 1 had to be let go due to missing too many (+20) days of work.  

Jen Woodby, who attended the meeting and is a student at Ohio University, is working during her winter break as part of the Summer Youth Program where she is a monitor.  She will be working on a power point presentation, as well as working on letters to send out to the kids that are currently in the program.  They will have up to March 31 to respond, then on April 1, it is opened up.  There were 110 kids last summer.

November Event Recap – Family Turkey Bowl – Again a very successful event.  Held on November 23 from 11AM – 2PM at King Pin Lanes, there were 149 individuals that attended to bowl (most were families).  There were a total of 390 games that were bowled and the YC paid $300 for the use of the lanes.

December Event Planning – Family Movie Night – Planning to have a Family Movie Night again this year.  We will show the same movie in all three school districts, in one of the school buildings, on the same evening.  It will be a family movie suitable for all ages.  A date and all locations are yet to be determined. 

January Event Planning – Kids Quiz Bowl – Looking at the possibility of having another event similar to last year’s. It will be open to 4th and 5th grade students at all of the schools in the county.  Some modifications will be made to the competition.  We will look at having the event on January 19 at Meadowbrook High School.  More details will be coming.

Fundraiser Events:  Still considering two different events to possibly raise funds for the YC.  The first is a cornhole tournament.  This would be an indoor event, and we would charge approx. $20/team.  The other is the possibility of a video game tournament of some kind.  These, and other ideas, will be discussed further in the future.

Other Business:  The YC will be donating funds to several worthwhile groups.  It was suggested that we make a donation to the Village of Byesville for the use of their park facilities for our Mud Madness Volleyball and Mud Bowl Dodgeball events.  Nick Davis noted that Village and Park employees put in many hours and went above and beyond to assist in making these events happen.  We will make a donation of $100 to the Village on a motion from Tim Welch and seconded by Jean Stevens.

     We will be making a donation to the Magical Moments of Childhood in the amount of $50 for the purchase of wrapping paper and tape to assist with the group’s toy drive and Christmas party.  This was approved on a motion from Art Clemenson and seconded by Nick Davis.

     We will also be making a $50 donation to the Secret Santa program as well for the purchase of wrapping paper and tape.  This was approved on a motion from Jean Stevens and seconded by Larry Branham.  

Other Community Events:  The Stand organization (teen anti-tobacco group) will be celebrating the 1-year anniversary of Smoke-Free Ohio with a bowling event at King Pin Lanes on December 8 from 5PM – 8PM.

     The Magical Moments of Childhood program will be holding their Christmas party at Central Elementary on December 15 from 11AM – 1PM.
