Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the May 2, 2007 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Ann Lawrence and seconded by Art Clemenson. 

Treasurer’s Report: The reports were distributed and reviewed.  The expenses over the past month (Mud Madness concession and DJ) totaled $350.00.  The income for the month (Mud Madness donations) totaled $600.00. (More donations are on the way).  The interest for the months of April and May 2007 totaled $1.80.  The current checkbook balance as of the meeting was $2,288.10.  The Treasurer’s Report was accepted and approved on a motion from Jean Stevens and seconded by Art Clemenson.

Mud Madness Recap:  The event was held on Sunday, May 20 at the Byesville Village Park.  Registration began at noon and the games started at 1PM.  Meadowbrook High School defended their title and has won the championship for the past five years.  The team that won was called “Pause…NOT.”  Other teams that participated were from Buckeye Trail, Cambridge, and the Mid-East Ohio Career and Technology Center, Buffalo Campus.  In total, there were 28 teams, which consisted of nearly 300 students.  The event was again very successful, and there were no problems with the kids.  Could use more referees.  It was even suggested that we consider paying refs next year, or possibly asking each of the schools to supply some people.  Still receiving donations from sponsors.  Tim will again put a “thank you” ad in the paper to recognize all of the sponsors from the event.  This action was approved on a motion from Quentin Knauer and seconded by Jean Stevens. 

June Event:  Children’s Health Fair planning –  The Southeastern Med Children’s Health Fair will take place on Thursday, June 14 at the Cambridge City Park from 6-9PM.  We will be sharing a table with the Cambridge Kiwanis Club.  We will be handing out bike helmets and bike safety information.  Wal-mart also donated 2 bicycles to be given away in a drawing at our table.  Tim was able to again secure a grant through the Brain Injury Association of Ohio to purchase more bike helmets.  With these funds we were able to get 63 more helmets.

July Event:  Teen Pool Party planning –  The tentative date for this event is Saturday, July 28 at the Cambridge City Pool from 7-9PM.  The cost will again be $200 and we will try to secure a DJ for $100.  We will just let the pool run the concession.  The event is free and open to teens 13 – 18, and no one under 13 will be admitted.  May try to make the registration process easier, and may also try to use some type of wristband system. 

Organizational Items:  Volunteer Drive – Again the Commission is faced with a shrinking volunteer base, and we need to look at bringing in new people.  Several suggestions included putting out a press release asking for new volunteers; again trying to get high school students to attend the meetings and get involved; and it was suggested that we put out sign-up sheets/papers at our various events for those interested in volunteering.  There will be more discussion on this subject.  

     Annual Fundraising Event – Talked about different ways we could possibly raise funds on an annual basis.  It was discussed that we need a yearly calendar of events.  That way, we can budget what we spend each year, as well as see how many children and families that we reach in a year.  More information will be discussed on this issue.  

Other Community Events:  The Salvation Army will begin their annual Summer Sack Lunch Program on Monday, June 18.  They will again use 4 sites throughout Cambridge (South Elementary School; the old Lincoln Elementary School; the site of the old Park Elementary School; and Wills Creek Apts.).  It was also suggested that we might want to hand out flyers for our pool parties at these sites.

     The Teen Institute will be holding a Summer Luau on Thursday, June 21 from 5-9PM.  This is a drug and alcohol-free event.  It will take place in the Methodist Church gym, across from the Colony Square Mall in Zanesville.  It is open to students in 8th grade – high school.  So far, there are 5 students from Cambridge Middle School attending and 2 from Buckeye Trail.

     The Relay for Life will be held in Guernsey County on June 22 & 23 at Meadowbrook High School.  The Youth Commission will again donate $100 to the cause.  The donation was approved on a motion from Tim Welch and seconded by Tut Turner.
