Approval of Minutes:  The minutes from the August 1, 2007 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Ann Lawrence and seconded by Art Clemenson.

Treasurer’s Report:  The reports were distributed and reviewed.  The expenses for the months of July and August 2007 totaled $611.95 (Mud Madness newspaper ad and two pool parties).  The income total was $50 – Mud Madness donation. The interest for the months of April – July totaled $3.62.  The current checkbook balance is $1,746.62.  The Treasurer’s Report was accepted and approved on a motion from Sharon Ward and seconded by Mike Humphrey.

Elections:  The Chairperson position was the only one that changed.  Nick Davis volunteered to be nominated to this position, which was voted on unanimously.  Nick will replace Tut Turner, who served as the Chairperson for the past two years.  Those in the other three positions agreed to stay on, being that there were no other volunteers or nominations.  They include: Jean Stevens at Vice Chair; Rhonda Pilck at Treasurer; and Tim Welch at Secretary.

Opportunity Center Report:  Greg Bates from the Guernsey Co. Opportunity Center gave a report to those in attendance on the programs that are taking place at the Agency.  Greg is the Youth Program Coordinator.  The Summer Youth Program was just completed.  There were 110 kids employed through the summer, and approximately 20 kids quit.  The program is operated through WIA and TANF.  There were 4 monitors (college students) that worked this summer with the program.  There are currently 4 students working in the future opportunities program.  The Opp. Ctr. also works closely with the local schools.  Greg will be attending Youth Commission meetings, and keeping the group up to date on youth programs.  

September Event – Mud Bowl II:  Dodge Ball Challenge for area middle school students.  Set for Saturday, Sept. 23 at the Byesville Village Park.  Registration will begin at 12:30PM and the games will start at 1PM.  We still have approx. 100 – 125 t-shirts left from last year.  All kids participating will get a shirt.  The winner will get the trophy for their school.  There will be a DJ (Val will contact Rockin’ Reggie to see if he is available).  There will also be information booths.  The Youth Commission will run the concession stand this year to try to raise some funds.  Nick will organize the concession and the SMARTT Program will purchase and donate the food for it.  We will have water available for the kids for free.  We will use 2 balls at each court this year.  MR/DD will donate duct tape and talk to Moore Bros. Hardware about a donation or discount.  Volunteers will be needed for the event.

October Event Planning:  We are going to participate in the Annual Fall into Fun party through the Early Childhood Collaborating Committee (ECCC).  We have done this for the past several years.  We will set up a table with our information, and help with the games.  The event will be Friday, October 26 at the Cambridge Area YMCA from 11AM – 1PM.  There will be games, prizes, pictures, a pumpkin patch, face painting, developmental information and food.  The kids can wear costumes if they wish.  There will be more information and planning at the next YC meeting.

November Event Possibilities:  We may look into possibly having a bowling event – “Turkey Bowl” – as we have done in the past.  King Pin Lanes is under new management, and we will see if they are willing to work with us on an affordable deal.  More to come. 
Future Fundraising Ideas:  One topic that was discussed at length was the possibility of having a Corn Hole Tournament.  This is a very popular game right now, and there would probably be a lot of interest in it.  Chad and Nick agreed to look into this idea further to see if it could be organized.  The Armory or under the large pavilion at the City Park were suggested as possible sites.  Also going to look into possibly having prisoners make the game sets.  More to come. 

Community Events:  The United Way will be holding their Kick-Off event for their annual fundraising campaign on Friday, September 7.  It will take place on the Guernsey Co. Courthouse lawn from 10AM – 2PM.  There will be a cookout, and the food can be purchased for a donation.

     The Cambridge Kiwanis will be sponsoring a Fun Day event at Golden Rule School for those that attend there.  The event will take place on October 18, and there will be food and games.

     Guernsey Co. MR/DD is celebrating its 50th anniversary, and they will be holding a reception at 11AM on September 20.  Senator Joy Padget, State Rep. Jennifer Garrison, and the State Director for MR/DD are scheduled to be in attendance.

     The Wing 12 Auxiliary from Southeastern Med will be holding their annual tile sale for the holidays.  This year’s theme will be the Courthouse.  There will be 230 tiles made and they will cost $15 each.

     The Magical Moments of Childhood will be holding their annual golf scramble on Saturday, September 29 at Wildfire Golf Course in New Concord.
