Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the April 4, 2007 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Art Clemenson and seconded by Rhonda Pilck.

Treasurer’s Report: The reports were distributed and reviewed.  The expenses totaled $137.33, and there was no income reported.  Interest = $1.87.  The current checkbook balance as of the meeting was $2,036.30.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved on a motion from Val Berisford and seconded by Mark Shambaugh.

SMARTT Report: The Let One Teach One tutor/mentor program just wrapped-up at Central Elementary School.  There were 15 boys in the program, and 3 members of the Cambridge High School Key Club helped the students.  The group worked on getting ready for the achievement tests.  It was a 3-week program, and it is hoped to increase it to an 8-10 week program next year.  Overall, it went very well for the trial run.

     Chad Hibbs reported that he will be talking to Deerasic Park about again having the outdoor program.  May try to change the days and times this year.  The program will start at the end of June.

April Event Wrap-Up: The Stroll Away Event for Child Abuse and Neglect Prevention Month at the Cambridge City Park was cancelled on April 27 due to inclement weather.  The Youth Commission purchased a sandbox and toys to be given away as a door prize.  Since the event was not re-scheduled it was decided to donate the sandbox to the Child Advocacy Center at Children Services.  This was approved on a motion from Tim Welch and seconded by Mark Shambaugh.

May Event: Mud Madness – Set for Sunday, May 20 at the Byesville Village Park.  Registration begins at 12-noon and the games will begin at 1PM.  Nick Davis has dropped off the flyers and registration at the schools.  Volleyballs have been donated by K-Mart.
