Approval of Minutes:  The minutes from the September 5, 2007 meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion from Art Clemenson and seconded by Valerie Berisford.

Treasurer’s Report:  The reports were distributed and reviewed.  The expenses over the past month totaled $160.00, and the income totaled $319.27.  All expenses and income were associated with the Mud Bowl Dodge Ball Tourney.  The interest for the month of August was .81 ¢.  The current checkbook balance = $1,905.89.  The Treasurer’s Report was accepted and approved on a motion from Val Berisford and seconded by Ann Lawrence.

Guernsey Co. Youth Council: Greg Bates from the Opportunity Center reported that the Summer Youth Program has wrapped-up.  Out of the 110 kids that were in the program, there were 80 that did not miss any days.  Those students received an incentive check for $75.  Now the In-School Program, or Career Exploration Program, is underway.  There are students working at the Daily Jeffersonian, Guernsey Co. Auditor’s Office, Guernsey Co. Commissioner’s Office, and Central Elementary School.  There are 12 students from Cambridge, 1 from Meadowbrook, and 2 from Buckeye Trail.  The program has been offered to Guernsey Co. students at John Glenn, but it is still being discussed.  The students get their checks every 2-weeks.

Sept. Event Recap:  Mud Bowl II – Again a success, but much larger this year.  There were a total of 21 teams (from Cambridge, Meadowbrook, Buckeye Trail & St. Benedict’s) and about 150 students that participated.  Kudos to Nick Davis for all of his planning and hard work to pull this off.  The “Terminators” from Cambridge Middle School were with winners.  The concession ran out of food, and made about $300 profit.  Improvements for next year include having three tables for registration, and we may want to refine some of the rules.  

Oct. Event Planning:  Fall into Fun Community Party – Sponsored by the Early Childhood Collaborative Committee (ECCC), the event is taking place on Friday, October 26 from 11AM – 1PM at the Cambridge Area YMCA gym.  We will have an informational table set-up with pamphlets and treats, and we will also help out with the games in the gym.   We will need to purchase cookies, candy, or something to give away.  This was approved on a motion from Tim Welch and seconded by Lillian Harbin.

Nov. Event Planning:  Family Turkey Bowl – The event is planned to take place on Friday, November 23 from 11AM – 2PM at King Pin Lanes.  Chad is working with Kirby Graham, who is the new manager/owner of the business.  The deal is for $300, and they will provide the shoes for free.

Other Business:  The possibility of a cornhole tournament is being considered as a fundraiser.  Looking at the Armory as a possible site.  Entry fee would be $20/team.  Chad and Nick are looking into the official rules.  May attempt to hold it sometime in November.  More details to come.

     The possibility of another family movie night is being considered for the month of December.  This was held last year and was successful.  More information to come.

Other Community Events: Red Ribbon Week is taking place this year during the week of October 23 – 31.  Red Ribbon Week promotes alcohol and drug-free lifestyles for teens.  Val stated that she is conducting some activities in Cambridge, however she was not sure if anything was happening in the other school districts.

     Valley of the Dinosaurs is taking place again this year at Deerassic Park.  The cost is $5 per person or $20 per family.  The Trail of Treats will be held October 27th.  This is free and open to all children 5:30 PM – 7PM.

     The Teen Institute will be held at Camp Hallowed Hills in Zanesville on November 9 – 11.  T.I. is open to all students grades Freshman – Seniors.  There are students going from Cambridge, Meadowbrook & Buckeye Trail.  There is a fee of $25 per student.  The Youth Commission has again agreed to sponsor 4 students at a total of $100.  This was approved on a motion from Art Clemenson and seconded by Tim Welch.
