Approval of Minutes:  The minutes from the November 5, 2008 meeting were approved on a motion from Cindy Bond-Zielinski and seconded by Heidi Porter.
Treasurer’s Report:  There was no Treasurer’s Report available for this meeting.  It was reported, however, that there were no expenditures since the last meeting, and the bill for the Turkey Bowl was covered by the Guernsey County Family and Children First Council.
Guernsey County Youth Council:  Greg Bates introduced Jennifer Woodby, who attended the meeting and is working at the Opportunity Center while on her winter break from Ohio University.  Jen has been a Summer Monitor at the Opp Center for several years now and she uses this time to get ready for the Summer Program.  The Summer Program lasts for 7-weeks, and they monitor 40-50 sites.  There are currently 200 youth in the program.  She also organizes the Youth Leadership program.
     Greg stated that things are going smoothly.  There are youth from the Career Explorers Program currently employed at the county Map Dept., Commissioner’s Office, Daily Jeffersonian, Central Elementary, and Cambridge High School.  They work 2 – 3 hours and get paid every 2-weeks.
     The Vocational School Fee Program is also continuing, as long as the students meet TANF guidelines.

     Out of School Program – run through the C.D.C. and supervised by Dan Speedy.  They have worked on the Rails-to-Trails project cleaning brush, paving and concrete work.  Also hang ceiling tiles, have set-up some playground equipment, and learn other skills in the program.   
November Event Report:  Family Turkey Bowl – Took place on November 28 at King Pin Lanes.  There were 110 people that participated in the event (the numbers are down a little from past years).  The people did not have to wait more than about 2 – 3 minutes for an open lane, and everyone that attended bowled 2 games.  The only volunteers in attendance for the event were Chad Hibbs and Cindy Lafollett.
New 2009 Event Schedule:  At a special organizational meeting held on November 19, a new, streamlined schedule of events was created for the year that features all of the 7 Core Values.  It is as follows:  January – School Programs – Honesty and Integrity; March – Career & Education Fair – Education & Opportunity; April – Child Abuse Prevention Activities – Personal Responsibility & Accountability; May – Mud Events (Kiwanis Club) – Healthful & Balanced Living; June – Children’s Health Fair – Personal Safety & Security; August – Family Pool Party – Family; October – Red Ribbon Week – Value of the Individual; November – Family Turkey Bowl – Family.
The new schedule was approved on a motion from Mike Humphrey and seconded by Mark Shambaugh.
