For our income, we received the Thelma Rogavin Grant through WIC in the amount of $500.00.  The interest for the month of January was .22¢.  The current checkbook balance is $780.68. Guernsey County Youth Council:  There was no report available for this meeting.

February Event Recap:  Family Fun Bowl – Again a successful event.  It was held on Sunday, February 17 from 11AM – 2PM at King Pin Lanes.  There were 183 people at the event.  Had to use a 2-game limit per family.  The event cost $300. 
March Event Planning:  Magical Moments of Childhood Adopt-A-Dress Program – The event is March 15 at Central Elementary School from 11AM – 1PM.  Chad Hibbs will address the crowd to share information about the YC, and he will also pass out pamphlets.  We will also be involved in donating a tux rental to be raffled off, along with the SMARTT Program and the Cardida Resort Group.

     City Park Easter Egg Hunt – Nick Davis stated that the YC will be running the concession stand at the Egg Hunt.  The event is Saturday, March 22 at the baseball fields, weather permitting.
