Approval of Minutes:  The minutes from the December 5, 2007 meeting were approved on a motion from Art Clemenson and seconded by Larry Branham.

Treasurer’s Report:  The reports were distributed and reviewed by Rhonda Pilck.  The expenses for December 2007 totaled $200.  There has been no recent income.  The interest for the months of November and December was .70¢.  The current checkbook balance = $1,008.14.  The Treasurer’s Report was accepted and approved on a motion from Larry Branham and seconded by Jen Fannin.

Youth Council Report: Greg Bates reported that the youth programs are running smooth right now. The Career Explorers program is running in 3 school districts, and students are currently employed at the Daily Jeffersonian, G.C. Auditor’s Office, G.C. Commissioners, and Central Elementary School.  There are currently 3 individuals in the Out of School Youth program.  The Out of School Youth also need to take a 2½- hour test as part of the program, and they need to increase a grade level each year.  Dan Speedy is working with these kids, and they are also being taught such trades as landscaping and laying floor tile.

Summer Youth Monitor Jen Woodby worked over her winter break from Ohio University.  She worked on a Power Point presentation and getting the letters out to past students of the Summer Youth Program.  On April 1, there will be open registration to the public for the program.  There may only be 2 monitors this summer, with Matt Lyons returning as the other monitor.         

January Event Planning:  Family Movie Night – Set for Wednesday, January 23 at 6:00 PM.  Locations will be Central Elementary School in Cambridge; Byesville Elementary School; and Buckeye Trail Middle School.  The event is free, and we will also have free popcorn and bottled water.  Tim Welch also has some leftover cookies from McDonald’s that he will be handing out.  A motion was made by Tim and seconded by Art Clemenson for the use of funds to purchase popcorn, water, movies and maintenance personnel for the event, if needed.

February Event Planning:  Family Fun Bowl – Sunday, February 17 from 11AM – 2:00PM at King Pin Lanes.  Free games and shoes.  We will again be charged $300.

March Event Planning:  Quiz Bowl – Planning to have the 2nd annual competition for 4th and 5th graders during this month.  Possibly have it at Meadowbrook High School again.  It is open to all of the local school districts.  There are 4 students per team, and each school can have multiple teams.  Teams will compete within their own grade level.  Medals will be awarded to the winners.  More information will be coming.

Other Business:  The YC will again be applying for the Thelma Rogavin (WIC) grant.  The deadline for applying is January 14.  If awarded, the plan is to use the funds to purchase T-shirts for Mud Madness.  In the past we have been able to purchase the shirts for $3.50 each from Total Sports Connection in Martin’s Ferry. 

     The Guernsey Co. Suicide Coalition will be holding their spaghetti dinner fundraiser on February 22 at the Cambridge Eagles Club.  The event runs from 4PM – 9PM, and the auction will begin at 6PM.  Last year, the YC donated a plastic tote full of family games, movies and food, with a limit of $100.  It was suggested that we do it again.   This was approved on a motion from Nick Davis and seconded by Larry Branham.

Other Community Events:  The Stand program has moved their meeting place.  They now meet at Crossroads Ministries on the first Tuesday of each month at 6PM.

     Relay for Life will have their Kickoff on Tuesday, January 15 at 7:15PM at Southeastern Med.  There will be an addition of a youth component this year.

     Hospice of Guernsey is planning to hold another grief/loss class in either June or July, possibly at Salt Fork with a naturalist theme.  The class is for 6 – 12 year-olds.

     CASA Hoops for Kids – basketball tournament for boys and girls in grades 4 – 6.  The event will be February 2 & 3 at Cambridge Middle School, and possibly Cambridge High School.
