Approval of Minutes:  The minutes from the September 3, 2008 meeting were approved on a motion from Cindy Bond-Zielinski and seconded by Kathy Walters.  
Treasurer’s Report:  There was no official report, however Rhonda Pilck noted several items.  A “thank you” ad was placed in the September 10th Jeffersonian for Mud Madness at a cost of $95.40.  We received a check from the Rotary Club for $200.  We need to reimburse Mark Shambaugh for expenses that he paid for Mud Bowl.  And the concession stand at Mud Bowl made a profit of $392.50.
Guernsey County Youth Council:  There was no report available for this meeting.
September Event Report:  Mud Bowl Dodge Ball – The event that was held on September 27 at the Byesville Village Park was again a success and there were no major problems.  The “Fire Breathing Rubber Duckies” from Meadowbrook Middle School was the winning team.  There were a total of 24 teams and 81 students from all 3 school districts in Guernsey County that participated.  It was also noted that Oakview Juvenile Center in Belmont County sent 7 volunteers to assist with clean-up and other duties.  They were a very big help and much appreciated.
     There have been discussions about teaming-up with the Kiwanis Club to put together a weekend of activities that would bring together our “mud” events on the same weekend.  For example, there could be a youth fair for elementary students one day, Mud Bowl for middle school students one day, and Mud Madness for high school students on another day.  There will be more meetings and information to come on this subject. 
October Event Planning:  The YC will not be participating in the Help Me Grow (ECCC) Fall into Fun Halloween Party this year.  The party will be much more targeted this year toward the population and age that they serve.  Therefore, it was suggested by Susan Jividen that we may want to participate in the Halloween Family Festival at Deerassic Park.  The event is taking place on Saturday, October 25 with a Fall Festival from 12:00 – 5:00 PM and a Trail of Treats from 5:30 – 7:00 PM.  We will be holding a special meeting to discuss how we can participate in this event.  Chad will contact YC members by e-mail for a meeting.
November Event Planning:  Family Turkey Bowl – We will again plan on having this annual event.  It is tentatively scheduled for Friday, November 28 (the day after Thanksgiving) from 11:00 AM to 2:00 PM.  There will be free bowling and shoes for everyone, however all children under the age of 12 will need to be accompanied by an adult.  Last year, 149 people attended the event.  We paid $300 last year, however Chad is going to see if we could possibly get that price lowered to $200.
Other Business:  The Teen Institute, which features drug, alcohol and tobacco-free lifestyles, is taking place this year on November 7 -9.  The overnight camp is held in Zanesville, and includes high school students (freshman – senior) from Guernsey, Noble, Muskingum and Coshocton counties.  (Buckeye Trail alone has 27 students signed-up to go).  The cost per student is approximately $15.  The Youth Commission has again agreed to donate $100 to sponsor students to attend the camp.  This was approved on a motion from Kathy Walters and seconded by Tom Orr.
     Chad Hibbs stated that he would like to create a calendar that will show the annual and monthly events that we hold.  From this, he would like to create a yearly budget, which could get approved every January.  There will be planning meetings in November and December for this project.
Community Events:  National Red Ribbon Week is taking place October 23 – 31.  It features alcohol and drug-free lifestyles for teenagers.  There will be activities going on at Cambridge Middle School and High School, including trivia questions and door prizes.
     The Dome of Terror will again be held at the Cambridge City Park Armory.  It will be double the size this year, and it will take place from October 26 – 31.

     The Guernsey County CASA Program will again be holding their annual CASA Hoops for Kids Tournament.  The exact dates have not been set yet, but it is planned for the beginning of February.  It will take place at Cambridge Middle School and High School.  It was suggested that maybe the Youth Commission could help with volunteers for the weekend.  Stay tuned for more details.
