Approval of Minutes:  The minutes from the August 6, 2008 meeting were approved on a motion from Art Clemenson and seconded by Jean Stevens.

Treasurer’s Report:  There was no report available for this meeting.
Guernsey County Youth Council:  There was no report during the meeting, however Greg Bates submitted a report, which is enclosed.

August Event Report:  Family Pool Party –  The event was held at the Cambridge City Pool on Friday, August 8 from 7:30 – 9:30 PM.  Approximately 78 people attended the event, which went well and there were no major problems.
September Event Planning:  Mud Bowl Dodge Ball – The event is taking place on Saturday, Sept. 27 at Byesville Village Park.  Registration will begin at 12:30 PM and the games will start at 1:00 PM.  Flyers for the event are done.  Packets will be going out to the schools – Val Berisford will talk with the students at Cambridge Middle School; Casey McVicker will talk with Meadowbrook M.S.; and Heidi Porter will do St. Benedicts and Buckeye Trail.  Volunteers will be needed for the event!  Nick stated that he will be checking with the YMCA and the schools for judges for the games.  Nick also stated that he will contact United Ambulance and the Byesville Police Dept. to invite them to the event.  The T-shirts for the Mud Bowl will be dark gray with green print, and they will have the same sponsors on them as Mud Madness.  Mark Shambaugh is also having discussions with another local business about becoming a sponsor.  We will need to order about 200 shirts (they will be approx. $4 - $5 per shirt).  Last year, there were 21 teams, with about 170 kids total.  Valerie noted that Rockin’ Reggie the DJ will be coming to the event (same price - $150).  We do have some duct tape left from Mud Madness that can be used.  Mark will check with National City to see if they could run the registration for us again, and we are going to try to have 3 tables for the registration.
     We will also be having a concession stand with food (hot dogs) and drinks.  It will be very basic.  It was approved on a motion from Tim Welch and seconded by Kathy Walters for Nick Davis to purchase whatever items he will need for the concession and event.

     There were also discussions about combining the Mud Madness and Mud Bowl events into one weekend next year in the spring.  It was also suggested that we possibly combine with the Kiwanis for the weekend for more help, and have a DJ or band into the evening.  This could make for a fun weekend of events at the park.
October Event Planning:  The ECCC will be holding their annual “Fall into Fun” Community Party on Friday, October 24 at the Cambridge Area YMCA from 11AM to 1PM.  We will again set-up a table with information and a giveaway.  We hope to get McDonald’s cookies again.  More information to come at the October meeting.
Other Business:  Mark Shambaugh brought up the need for a yearly budget and a campaign inviting members of the community to get them excited about the Youth Commission once again.  Also discussed meeting with the banks to get a donation box for these fundraising efforts.
     Jean Stevens is working with the Kiwanis and other groups to set up meetings to show a powerpoint presentation with the YC’s activities to solicit donations and to get them involved.

     Again discussed the possibility of a bowling tournament in November.  Nick Davis stated that he will be getting with Chad Hibbs to discuss the details.  There will be more information at the October meeting.
