Approval of Minutes:  The minutes from the June 4, 2008 meeting were approved on a motion from Rhonda Pilck and seconded by Art Clemenson.

Treasurer’s Report:  The reports were distributed and reviewed.  The expenses for the month were $627.86.  The income totaled $1,050.00 (Mud Madness donations).  The interest totaled .58¢.  The current checkbook balance is $1,590.76.  The Treasurer’s Report was accepted and approved on a motion from Kathy Walters and seconded by Larry Branham.
Guernsey County Youth Council:  There was no report available for this meeting.

May Event Recap:  Mud Madness – The event was originally scheduled for May 18, but had to be cancelled due to flooding.  It was rescheduled for June 15 at Byesville Park.  There were less teams this year (14 teams, approx. 115 kids), but things went pretty well overall.  (As always, we could have used more help!)  Cambridge High School won its first ever championship.  The winning team was called “Trik Nasty.”  There are some t-shirts left over, which can be used for next year.  There was also hot dogs, water and Gatorade left over.  Nick was checking to see if any other organizations would like to purchase the items to use for fundraisers.  Leslie Leppla was checking to see if the Cambridge Little League might be able to use them at their concession for upcoming tournaments. 
June Event Recap:  Children’s Health Fair – The event went very well.  It was held on June 19 at the City Park, and was attended by 433 children.  We again teamed up with the Cambridge Kiwanis Club and handed out knee, elbow and wrist pads for bicycle safety (Kiwanis purchased the pads – we used 127 packs).  We also gave away three bikes, which were purchased by the Youth Commission and CASA.
July Event Planning:  Teen Pool Party – Looking at Thursday, July 17 at the City Pool from 7:30 – 9:30 PM.  Free swimming for teens ages 13 – 18.  Trying to get the pool for $200 again.  We will let the pool run their concession and we will just use the pool’s music, rather than hire a DJ.
August Event Planning:  Family Pool Party – Looking at having this event on Friday, August 8 from 7:30 – 9:30 PM at the City Pool.  This is open to all ages, but all children must be accompanied by an adult.  This will again include free swimming, and we will let the pool run the concession and use their music.  We will also try to get the pool at the same price of $200.
September Event Planning:  Mud Bowl – Dodge Ball Challenge for area middle school students.  Tentatively looking at either Sunday, September 21 and 28 as the possible dates for the event at the Byesville Park.  We will need to purchase approx. 200 shirts for the event.  Nick will check on the prices for different colors on the shirts.  There will be more planning at the next meeting.
Other Community Events:  Susan Jividen stated that Deerassic hosted its Kicking Bear adult mentoring event, campout, and archery shoot on June 20 – 21.  The National Guard Reserve also supplied a climbing wall.  There were over 350 kids that attended.  
     Susan also asked if we would be interested in working at the Deerassic Classic on August 1 – 2.  There are positions open for parking and food, etc.  The volunteers get paid $40 for the day, and they work in 8-hour shifts.  CASA & YC  could possibly work together on this.
     Magical Moments of Childhood is hosting their Backpack Luncheon on July 24 from 11AM – 1PM at Children Services.  For the donation of a backpack or money, you will get a hot pork or beef sandwich with potato salad, cookies and a beverage.  All proceeds go toward the Back to School in Style Project.

     Art Clemenson reported that the Salvation Army Sack Lunch Program is going very well.  There are 4 sites in Cambridge and 2 in Byesville.  There are over 300 kids being served daily.
