Approval of Minutes:  The minutes from the May 6, 2009 meeting were approved on a motion from Quentin Knauer and seconded by Larry Branham.

Treasurer’s Report:  The income for June totaled $365.00 (Mud Madness donations & 6 sold T-shirts).  The expenses totaled $956.48 (All for Mud Madness).  The interest for the month was .11¢.  The current checkbook balance is $455.93.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved on a motion from Kathy Walters and seconded by Tom Orr.
Guernsey County Youth Council:  There was no report available for this meeting.
May Event Report:  Mud Madness – The event was held May 17 at the Byesville Village Park.  There were very few problems and everything went very well.  The number of teams were down some this year (17).  There were a good amount of volunteers and things were very organized.  All three county high schools were represented in the competition, and S.M.Y. team from Meadowbrook won.  It was suggested that there should be a special thank you/recognition for the Lynch Family and Mark Shambaugh for their hard work and dedication to this event over the years.  On a motion from Dale Ward and seconded by Tim Welch, the proposal was passed to purchase a plaque or something similar for these individuals.   
June Event Planning:  Children’s Health Fair – Thursday, June 11 at the City Park large pavilion from 6PM – 8:30PM.  We will again team-up with the Kiwanis Club and focus on bicycle safety.  We will handout YC information.  A total of 4 bikes (boys/girls and different sizes) will be raffled off to the kids.  2 will be donated by the Kiwanis Club and 2 will be donated by the CASA Program. 
July/August Event Planning:  Pool Party – It was decided that we will make the event a Family Pool Party.  This was approved on a motion from Tom Orr and seconded by Rhonda Pilck.  And it was decided to have the event in late July, due to other events taking place this summer.  Chad will be contacting the pool to see when it will be available.  There will be more details at the next meeting.

Jean Stevens, who was in the Vice chair position will serve as Past Chair.  This slate was approved on a motion from Rhonda Pilck and seconded by Kathy Walters.
Organizational Restructuring:  Committees – Each YC member is being asked to sign-up for a committee (Events & Logistics).  Each committee will meet separately from monthly meetings.  Events will discuss creation, values, budget and planning; while Logistics will discuss membership, fundraising, and values promotion.  The sheets have been turned over to Chad, and these groups will soon start to take shape.
Bring-A-Friend to YC:  Each of the regular attendees was again asked to bring a “permanent” friend to the YC meetings to help bolster attendance.  It was also discussed how important it is to get the schools and students involved.  Need to find a way to get students to the meetings, as well as plan and assist with events.
