Approval of Minutes: The minutes from the April 8, 2009 meeting were approved on a motion from Cindy Bond-Zielinski and seconded by Rhonda Pilck.

Treasurer’s Report: The income for May 2009 totaled $500 – A check received from the Thompkins Center (Guernsey Co. Suicide Prevention Coalition) for Mud Madness.  There were no expenses.  The current checkbook balance is $960.40.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved on a motion from Linda Minter and seconded by Larry Branham.
May Event Planning – Mud Madness – The event is set for Sunday, May 17 at Byesville Park.  Registration will begin at 12-noon.  The Lynch Family have agreed to be referees and others will be needed.  The CHS students doing community service hours could be used as scorekeepers.  The kids from Oakview will be used as line judges.  Jean will also have kids there completing community service hours through the Juvenile Court, which can be used for clean-up, etc.  Mark Shambaugh is taking care of the playing fields, fencing, trash boxes/bags, and he feels that he will be able to generate enough donations to take care of the Byesville VFD for water and the DJ.  (Val will contact Rockin’ Reggie to make sure he is still coming).  The Byesville Scenic RR or another group will be running the concession stand.  We currently have 137 T-shirts left from last year, so we will need to order an additional 140-150 more.  When the kids register their teams, we will be putting their shirts in a bag so they get the right amount and size.  Rhonda will get paper bags from Riesbeck’s to put the shirts in.
We will have one more planning meeting just to make sure everything is finalized on Monday, May 11 at DJFS.
Emergency Officer Election: Need to fill the vacant Chairperson position.  The former Chairperson, Nick Davis, had to resign from the position due to a change in employment.  There were no volunteers for the position at the meeting.  A suggestion that was made at the meeting was the possibility of asking Susan Jividen of Deerassic Park to be the Chairperson, and possibly Tom Miller to be the Vice Chair (Currently being served by Jean Stevens).  The current Treasurer is Rhonda Pilck and the Secretary is Tim Welch.  Cindy Bond-Zielinski, Kathy Walters, and Dale Ward agreed to form a Nominating Committee, and they will meet on May 26 to discuss this issue.  Tim will send the YC mailing list and by-laws to Cindy for their review.  There will be more discussion on this topic at the next meeting. 
Bring-A-Friend to YC: We are asking each of the regular attendees to bring a “permanent” friend to the YC meetings to help bolster membership.

Organizational Restructuring – Committees: Each member was asked to sign-up for a committee (Events & Logistics).  Each committee will meet separately from monthly meetings.  Events will discuss creation, values, budget and planning; while Logistics will discuss membership, fundraising, and values promotion.  There will be more information to come.
